Right now how-
ever, the community needs to
realize that barring unforeseen
catastrophein Israel, our‘urgent

JCC redevelopment considered

The recent JCC - Federation
study into community attitudes
and aspirations regarding the
JCC articulated the dilemma
facing community leaders now
attempting to determine a posi-
tive course for the JCC's future.

The results of the original
researchindicatedahighcommu-
nity interest in having a physical
JCC site rather that a “virtual”
JCC. However, the results of the
same research did not indicate
that the community was as yet
preparedtofinanciallysupportan
initiative to redevelop the exist-
ing facility or to purchase/build
a new one on a different site.

When consulted, several
community philanthropistsindi-
cated,duringtheoriginalresearch,
that they could not consider a
“conceptualrequest”forfinancial
support. They required a proper
redevelopmentplanandbudget
toconsider.Inresponse,architect
John Mokrycke was contracted
to develop the plan and budget-
ing material. The first draft of
the plan was presented to the
JCC-Federation Collaborative
Committee in mid-August.

JCC President Joel Feldman

wasenthusiasticaboutthepoten-
tial he saw in the new plan.

“I believe that we have a
strong Jewish community and
that a strong and vibrant JCC,
catering to all ages, will help
strengthen the Jewish commu-
nity and ensure the Jewish con-
tinuity for generations to come.”

Federation President
David Somer agrees.

“WeallwantaJCCthatmeets
community’sneedsandstrength-
ens our community’s future.
Once the redevelopment planis
approved by the Collaborative
Committeeandmeetswithdonor
support, than we will have taken
a significant step in building a
‘new Jewish future’forHamilton.”

Immediatenextstepsinclude
refiningtheplanandbudgetand
organizingpresentationstopoten-
tial donors.Inacorollary step, an
alternativeplantoexitthecurrent
facility is also being developed.

Both presidents empha-
sized the point that contrary to
the perceptions of some, both
the redevelopment and exit
strategies are being drafted and
considered  collaboratively.

“Our predecessors made

a commitment that JCC and
Federation would walk this path
together and we are keeping it

Given the complexities of
developing a new site plan and
the budget required to support
it, it has been difficult to set
and stick to a timeline for com-
pletion. The architectural plan
took several months to develop.
Now it requires further refining.

TheCollaborativeCommittee
appreciatesthatthisprocessistak-
ing longer than originally envis-
aged. However, with the stakes
for our community as high as
they are, it is difficult to force a
decisionbasedonschedulesthat
are arbitrary. Nevertheless, the
committee is doing its utmost
to bring this decision making
process to an early conclusion.

Astheprocessgoesforward,
the new JCC program book-
let is now arriving in peoples’
homes. The JCC is working hard
to provide the community with
a broad range of programming
for all ages. Federation and JCC
leadership urge the commu-
nity to take advantage of these
opportunities and participate.

Meeting with candidates

Leadership meet Conservative candidates

Under the auspices of
UJA Federation’s Public Affairs
Committee, a group of com-
munityleadersrecentlymetwith
thelocalConservativecandidates
intheupcoming provincialelec-
tion. The organization of the
meeting was facilitated by the
staff in MP David Sweet’s office.

For the past several years,
UJA Federation has organized
meetingsbetweenelectoralcan-
didates and Jewish commu-
nity leadership. This has been
especially significantin the two
most recent federal elections.
The upcoming provincial elec-
tionisseenasequallyimportant.

Participating candi-
dates included Chris Corrigan
(Hamilton West, Flamborough,
Ancaster, Dundas) Chris
Robertson (Hamilton Centre
), Tara Crugnale (Hamilton
East — Stoney Creek) and Bob
Charters (Hamilton Mountain).

This meeting, held at the
JCC, took place rather early in
process. Because of the conflu-
ence of the major Jewish Holy
Days with the heart of the elec-
tioncampaign, itseemed expe-
dient to provide the opportu-
nity for discussion at a time
when both sides could eas-
ilyfind a date to cometogether.

FederationPresidentDavid
Somersummarizedthepurpose
of the meeting as “an opportu-
nity fora meaningful exchange
ofviewsonissuesofdirectinter-
est to members of our commu-
nity. It's important for the can-
didatestohaveanappreciation
fortheissuesthatmattertousas
expressedbyourleadership.It’s
equally important for the can-
didates to have an opportunity
to inform us of their positions.”

Because none of the candi-
dates currently hold office, the
beginningofthediscussionwas
a useful“get to know you” exer-
cise.The rest of the ninety min-

ute exchange focused on three
major issues: funding for inclu-
sivepubliceducation,increased
support to local social services
andthereferendumonchanging
the provincial electoral system.

The Conservative party has
alreadymadepublicfundingfor
dayschoolsaplankintheirelec-
tion platform.Each ofthe candi-
dateswaswellversedonthemat-
terandwaspreparedtopublicly
supportthe positionduringthe
campaign.Sinceitnowappears
that the Liberal party intends
to make a major issue out of
this, it will be difficult to avoid.

Inthe contextofthisdiscus-
sion, Rabbi Mordechai Green
emphasizedthattheverylanguage
beingusedontheissuewasvery
important.RabbiGreenempha-
sized the need to assure voters
thattheywerenotbeingaskedto
sub-venttheteaching of some-
one else’s religion. Rather, they
were being asked to extend the
citizen-buildingstrengthsofthe
publicschoolsystemtoeveryone.

The andidates were some-
what less prepared to address
community concerns on social
services. They were rather
shocked to hear from Jewish
leadersthatthematterofpoverty
in Hamilton was a Jewish issue.
This is true not only because
our value system instills a con-
cernforothers,butbecausepov-
erty among Jews in Hamilton
is reflective of the community
aroundusandisthehighestrate
of Jewish poverty in Canada.

Specific questions were
focused on Conservative plans
forusingthebudgetsurplusand
whether or how much of that
surpluswasgoingtobedirected
at tackling some of the deep
social issues, such as poverty,
facing Hamilton. In response,
the candidates made a point of

A Young Lawyer with a Big Heart

Allen Wynperle moved to Hamilton from Toronto just
13 years ago, but the young lawyer and his family have
fallen in love with the community. Some months ago he
was reading an article in the Globe and Mail about how
affordable it can be to endow a chosen cause by giving the
gift of a life insurance policy.

‘I thought it was a good idea. | don’t envision that
Il have my own independent resources to designate an
endowment like that and | figured this was a way | could
leave an endowment.”

After some consideration, Wynperle, who is a
consistent contributor to the UJA annual campaign,
called executive director, Gerald Fisher, and told him
he wanted to purchase a $500,000 life insurance policy
with Hamilton’s Legacy Endowment Fund named as the
beneficiary. Playing down the extraordinary, unsolicited act
of generosity, Wynperle is convinced that thinking about
one’s charitable legacy at a young age makes perfect
sense.

I'm 38. There’s something to be said for doing it
young because the cost of the policy is less. I'm not a
man of that much means and | saw that it was relatively
inexpensive to do a policy now compared to trying to save
up the money and doing it years down the road.”

The cost of the policy is $2750 a year. Wynperle calculates
that a contribution of that amount over the next 50 years
would come to a total of $120,000.

"But If | do it this way, upon my death, the community
will receive an endowment of $500,000.”

Asked what motivated him to make this kind of a financial
commitment to his adopted community, Wynperle replied,
“What we've been seeing [in our community] unfortunately,
is that some of our major donors are passing away and
we're being left with a big drop in funding. | don’t want that
to happen and I'd like to see a smooth transition for the
United Jewish Appeal. The Legacy Endowment Fund will
allow them to carry on and have stable funding into the
long term.”

It is to Wynperle’s credit that his sense of
responsibility to our community’s future has not changed
his commitment to the annual campaign.

“You have to find something within your budget that
you can manage and still have something for the annual
campaign. If you don’t have that balance at some point or
another we’re going to end up in trouble no matter how we
slice it.”

The issue of bringing Day
Schools into the framework of
aninclusive public school system
hasnowevolvedintoasignificant
political issue in the forthcoming
provincialelection.CJCleadership
isdelightedthatthesuccessofthe
local dialogue initiative between
theJewishand Muslimcommuni-
tieshascreatedthebasisforagenu-
inecoalitiontoaddressthematter
in the media and with local can-
didatesastheelectiondrawsnear.

Participants in the discus-
sion included Hamilton Hebrew
Academy Dean, Rabbi Daniel
Green, Rabbi Jordan Cohen,
Kehila Principal, Leia Ger
Rogers, Kehila board members,
Yves Apel and David Horwood,
Federation Past President, Leslie
Lasky, Federation Public Affairs
Co-Chair, Harold Pomerantz
and board member Mario Stolar.

Representatives from the
Muslimcommunityincluded Aziz
Syed Jaffer, Tahir Ali Ghouce,
Wasi Ahmad, Khalid Kokar and
Association President Ejaz Butt.

Congressprofessionalsinclud-
ed Education Policy Advisor,
Jonathan Schwartz, Director of
Public Policy and Stephan Adler.
Howard English, Vice President
of Communications for UJA
Federation of Greater Toronto,
was also part of the team.

The Congress presentation
providedusefulbackgroundinfor-
mation on the emerging political
landscape in which this issue is
now being debated. They further
provided very valuable informa-
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tion regarding both the rationale
for supporting this initiative and
some of the key points to use
in making positive presentations.

They emphasized that rath-
er than asking the province to
enshrine”the segregation”of stu-
dents enrolled in Day Schools,
the intent is to have Day Schools
embraced as part of the public
system.They furtheremphasized
that participation in the public
schoolsystemwillensurethatDay
Schoolcurriculaandteachercerti-
ficationconformtopublicschools
standards.Aswell,participationin
the public school system will also
will ensure that students will par-
ticipateinallstandardizedtesting.

Althoughmanyperspectives
were presented in the discussion,
one common theme throughout
the meeting was the issue of fair-
ness. Ontario is the only province
tofundonefaithbasedschoolsys-
tem to the exclusion of all others.

Oneoftheinterestingsidebars
tothemeetingwasthatitrecessed
fortwentyminutessothatMuslim
participants could offer theireve-
ningprayers.ltisverylikelythatthe
Hamilton JCC is the only JCC in
North Americatoserveasasitefor
Muslimworship.Themomentwas
appreciated byeveryonepresent.

As the meeting drew to a
close, the Muslim representa-
tives expressed their deep grati-
tude for the invitation to par-

ticipate. Mr. Jaffer said,

“As children of Abraham we
sharethesamespiritualfatherand
areall of the same spiritual family.
Theopportunitytoworktogether
onthisissueisawonderfulexample
ofhowwecanbringourresources
togethertoserveacommoncause.”

Federation Public Affairs co-
chairHarold Pomerantzwrotethe
next day that “It was great to
see us all working for a common
cause. This was truly Muslim-
Jewish dialogue in action’

CJC's Ontario CEO and
National Legal Counsel, Steven
Shulman, called the next day to
congratulatetheHamiltonJewish
Federation foritsimportant work
in cultivating a meaningful work-
ing rapportwith the local Muslim
community.ACJCmemowassub-
sequently senttothe Federations
in Ottawa, Windsor and London,
asking them to build interfaith
partnerships “on the Hamilton
model“tosupporttheJewishcom-
munity on this important matter.

Going forward, local partici-
pantsintendtodevelopandlaunch
alocal strategy to win support for
public funding. Participants plan
tomeetagainbeforetheendofthe
month, hopefullywithrepresenta-
tives from the Christian, Hindu,
Sikh and Greek Orthodox com-
munity,eachofwhomhaveadirect
interestintheoutcomeofthisissue.

“over the past two years
therehavebeenseveralincidents
of blatant academic bias and
suggested intimidation of stu-
dents who disagreed with the
aggressivelyanti-Israelpreach-
ing of some faculty members.
In these matters it is impor-
tant for students to have an
empathetic faculty member to
turnto foradvice and support.”

Burke has been deeply
involved in addressing issues
related to the UK boycott.
She reported that support
against the UK boycott from
senior Canadian academics
and administrators has been
overwhelming.

Predictably enough, those
groups and faculty members
that thrive on the demoniza-
tion of Israel are planning afall
offensiveagainstthoseCanadian
UniversityPresidentswhoissued
statementsagainsttheboycott.
Giventheinherentirrationality
ofthepro-boycottposition,both
Molotand Burke felt that these
initiatives would not succeed.

Hanna Schayer was very
pleased with the meeting.

“Our purpose in conven-
ingthismeetingwastoprovide
opportunities for faculty and
staffatMcMastertocollectively
address issues relevant to the
McMaster Jewish community.

History was made this
past summer when 24 commu-
nity professional and lay lead-
ers formed the city’s first Jewish
Dragon Boat Team, known as
The Meshuggena Warriors. The
concept of a Jewish dragon boat
team arose first in the mind of
Temple Anshe Sholom’s educator
and cantor, LauraWolfson, atone
of the monthly meetings among
thecommunity’sprofessionallead-
ership, thathave taken place over
the last year at Shalom Village.
At that meeting Shalom Village
CEOPatMordenwasregaling her
colleagues with storiesabout her
owndragonboatexperienceswhen
it suddenly occurred to Wolfson
how wonderful it would be if
the Jewish leaders sitting around
the table would form a team.

“The purpose of forming a
Jewish community profession-
al council was to find common
ground and work for the good of
ourcommunity, solthought, why
not have some fun with it she
recalled thinking, picturing”how
funnyitwouldbetohavethelead-
ers of our Hamilton Jewish com-
munity all in one boat with only
one person calling out orders.”

Wolfson enrolled her col-
leagues in the concept of form-
ing a Jewish Dragon Boat team
made of community profession-
als who would go out and raise
fundsamongtheirconstituencies
for Jewish Social Services (JSS).
Needless to say, Carol Krames,
JSS director, loved the idea, and
expressed her agency’s need for
newcomputersandanewsecurity

system. With her colleague’s sup-
portassured,Wolfsonimmediately
setaboutregisteringtheteamand
schedulingpractices.Sponsorship
funds to cover the costs of regis-
tration, training and team t-shirts
were provided by JanisCrigerand
Rhona Waxman as soon as they
heardabouttheinitiativeand Sari
Richtergraciouslyofferedtodesign
theteamlogo,aJewish starinthe
shapeofaboatcarryingfourpad-
dlers.Mordenherselfvolunteered
tobeteamdrummer,andsolicited
her husband, Doug, to be steer-
sperson. The Mordens also vol-
unteeredto conducttwotraining
sessionsoverthesummertoteach
thegroupeverythingtheyneeded
tolearnaboutdragonboatracing.

On August 19, race day, the
Hamilton waterfront was filled,
notonlywithteammembers,and
theirrespectivespousesandfami-
lies, but also with a large turn-
out of community members who
cameoutto supporttheirfriends.

“Ilwasoverjoyedtoseesomany
peoplecomeouttobepartofthis,’
saidWolfson."Ifeltlikean Olympic
athletehearingthemcheeruson.”

Ironically, the Meshuggena
Warriors were paired against
the Shalom Village dragon boat
team, putting Pat Morden in
the unusual position of compet-
ing against her own organiza-
tion. The final race between the
two teams took place before the
enthusiastic crowd whose cheer-
ingandshouts of supportaccom-
panied them to the finish line,
with The Meshuggena Warriors
winning by a fraction of a second
to bring home a Bronze medal.

Later that evening Wolfson,

victory, credited Pat Morden for
theMeshuggenaWarrior’ssuccess.

“Pat had anincredible ability
toinspire and motivate the team.
She infused all of us with such
excitementandbeliefinourselves.
Shewassoupbeatandsopositive.
It'snowonderthatShalomVillage
issuchanamazingplace,’shesaid.

But more than anything
Wolfsonwasdeeplysatisfiedbysee-
ingrepresentativesfromall of the
community’sJewishorganizations
working together for a common
cause.Peopleacrossthecommuni-
ty“wereonlytoohappytosupport
us”she said and she'd love to see
Jewish community participation
in the Hamilton Port Authority’s
DragonBoatRaceanannualevent.

“This community can do

amazing things when we work
for a common goal - something
that belongs to everybody”, she
said,alreadyenvisioningNorthern
Israel’'sShechafimSchool,afacility
fortheprofoundlydisabledrecent-
ly “adopted” by Hamilton Jewish
community (see page 5)asa pos-
siblebeneficiaryofnextyear'srace.

Pat Morden, reached the fol-
lowing day, was also still flying
highfromthepreviousday’sevent.
Morden’s satisfaction came not
only from seeing her colleagues
working together for a common
cause, butwitnessingthetransfor-
mation of a group of people, all of
whomwerecompletelyunfamiliar
with dragon boat racing, becom-
ing a force to be reckoned with.

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Hamilton’s Israel Connection
Emergency Campaign funds help school for profoundly disabled

The Hamilton Jewish com-
munity’s ties with Israel are
abouttobestrengthened. As of
last spring, when our commu-
nitypooleditsisraelEmergency
Campaign funds with other
smaller Jewish communities
across Canada, the seeds were
sown that would see the begin-
ningsofarelationship between
ourcommunityandarehabilita-
tiveeducationalfacilityformen-
tallyandphysicallydisabledchil-
dren in the Galilee Panhandle.

The Shechafim school,
locatedfivekilometresoutsideof
Kiryat Shmoneh, was founded
25 years ago by the Mevo'ot
Hermon regional council, an
organizationthatrepresents 13
northernmoshavimandkibbut-
zim. In addition to providing
rehabilitation and education to
children from its own coun-
cil, its facility is open to dis-
abled children from the entire
region, an area that includes a
signficant Druze population.

Last year’s Emergency
Campaign was launched in
responsetotheSecondLebanon
Warthatbrokeoutbetweenlsrael
and Hezbollah in July of 2006.
Funds raised here in Hamilton
were pooled with those of UIA
Federations Canada’s (UIAFC)

Chris

“Coast to Coast” communities,
acollectivethat historically has
referred to Atlantic Canada,
Calgary, Edmonton, Ottawa,
Vancouver, and Winnipeg. A
UIAFC initiave known as
Partnership 2000 has twinned
the Coast to Coast communi-
ties with five Galilee Panhandle
developmenttownsandcouncils
- @Galil Elyon, Kiryat Shmona,
Metulla, Mevo'ot HaHermon,
and Yessod HaMa'ala. The link-
ingofCanadianandIlsraelicities
andregionshasprovenextremely
successfulinstreamliningdona-
tions and, even more impor-
tantly, helping build personal
and lasting contacts between
Canadiansandlsraelisofallages.

Last summer “Coast
to Coast” allocated a total of
$1,500,000towardstheupgrad-
ing and equipping of schools
and community centres in
the Galilee Panhandle among
them the Shechafim school.

During an on-site visit to
the school last July, the HIN
heard first hand about the
impact the small facility has
had on the region. Durings
thefirst 15 years of its existence
Shechafimwasfundedprimarily
by Canadian UJA dollars, but as
itstheschool’sreputationgrew,

other regional councils and the
Druzecommunityfromthenear-
byGolanHeightsbegansending
theirchildrenaswell.Parentspay
almost no tuition — Most of the
costsarecoveredbytheMinistry
ofEducation, theregionalcoun-
cil and donations by UIAFC.
“Halfofourstudentpopula-
tionareDruzekidsfromtheGolan
heights’, said Carlos Goldberg.
“When the Ministry of
Education offered the Druze a
schoolintheGolan,[theparents]
saidno,theyprefertocomehere”
The school, which accepts
students from three years of
age up to the age of 21, pro-
vides care for the children from
7:30 am to 6:00 pm, giving
parents a much needed respite
so “they can lead a normal life
and go to work’, said Goldberg.
This fall the school will
offersixclasses.Theschool’sstu-
dent base is currently at 40,
with a staff of 30, including
highly trained teachers in spe-
cial education and assistants.
“It's a very demand-
job”, said Goldberg.
“Theteachersdoeverything,
including bathing and feeding
the children”. The curriculum
focusesoneducation,rehabilita-
tionandthedevelopmentofskills

needed to function in society.

A central aspect of the
school is its therapeutic swim-
ming pool, which is widely uti-
lized by disabled people of all
agesfromthroughouttheregion.

New Rabbi at Temple

Rabbi Jordan Cohen returns to Hamilton

ForTemple Anshe Sholom'’s
Rabbi Jordan Cohen coming
to Hamilton feels somewhat
like a homecoming. A native
of Toronto with many relatives
living here, Rabbi Cohen also
served as interim rabbi at the
Temple for ten months in 2004
followingthedepartureofRabbi
Irwin Zeplowitz. Although that
period was mutually enriching
to both parties, the Rabbi, then
newlymarriedtoPaulaBaruchof
Peterborough,optedtobecome
the founder and director of The
Orchard,aninnovativeMultifaith
Spirituality Centre. Baruch, too,
had lived in Hamilton during
the 1990s, and celebrated her
adultbatmitzvahatBethJacob.

After three vyears in
Peterborough, just when the
Rabbiwasthinkingaboutreturn-
ingtocongregationallife,heheard
thattheTemple wasonceagain
searching for a full time rabbi.

“I always felt a little regret
whenlwashelpingoutbecause
| felt it was a good shidduch.”
It happened quickly. The Rabbi
startedfillinginlastJanuaryatlife
cycleeventsandShabbatServices
and began full time on July 1.

Rabbi Cohen’s resumé
reflects a rich and varied career
thatis anything but run-of-the-
mill.Hereceivedanundergradu-
ate degree in English Literature
at the University of Waterloo in
English Literature and under-
went rabbinical training at
the Hebrew Union College in
New York, Jerusalem and Los
Angeles.HealsoholdsaMasters
Degree in Hebrew Literature
andEducationfromtheHebrew
Union College-Jewish Institute
of Religion. His first congrega-
tion was in Oakland, California
where he and his first wife, a
cantor, were relatively content
- until the racial unrest that
prevailedaroundthetimeofthe
birth of their child, Zachary, led
them to consider moving to a
bettersocialenvironment.When
workopportunitiesaroseforboth
of them in Sydney, Australia,
they jumped at the chance.

Rabbi Cohen acknowl-
edged he'd probably still be liv-
ing in Sydney, which boasts, in
his words, “a wonderful, very
vibrant Jewish community”,
were it not for the breakup of
hisfirstmarriagefive years after
their arrival. When his former
wife and their son returned to
theUnitedStates,hetookonthe
position of rabbi of the United
Jewish Congregation of Hong
Kong. The position included
traveling extensively to places
as far-flung as Tokyo, mainland
China and Bangkok where he
servedamainlyex-patcommuni-
ty of Canadians, Americans and
British as the only Liberal rabbi

living and practicing in Asia.

In 2001 Rabbi Cohen
returned to Canada where he
becametheassociatedirectorat
Toronto’sKolel,the AdultCentre
for Liberal Jewish Learning. It
was during this period that he
reconnectedwithPaulaBaruch,
whomhehadknownduringtheir
undergraduateyearsatWaterloo.
Baruch, also a divorcee, was liv-
inginPeterboroughwithherfour
children. They married in 2004.

Rabbi Cohen, who has
gainedaninternational reputa-
tion as arespected teacherand
avid story-teller, plans to focus
his efforts on developing adult
programmingandre-examining
the nature of worship at the
Temple. He is thrilled to be
workingwitheducationaldirec-
tor and cantor, Laura Wolfson,
whomhecalls“awonderfuledu-
cator”and whose vision for the
congregationalignswithhisown.

“We're going to do a lot of
worktoreinvigorateadulteduca-
tion.[We hope to] draw people
inandprovideopportunitiesfor
adultsofalldifferentbackgrounds
to come and learn’, he said.

From a ritual perspec-
tive Rabbi Cohen describes
himself as being on “the more
traditional end of the Reform
movement’, but, says that
he does not have an agenda.

“I'm very mindful of this
congregationanditshistoryand
its styleand | have hugerespect
for Rabbi Baskin, atowering fig-
ure in this community’, he said.

Hebelievesthatit'spossible
tobalance the needs of veteran
memberswiththoseofyounger
families, and hopes to incorpo-
ratechangeslowlyandmindfully.

Perhapsthe mostrevealing
remarks made bytheRabbidur-
ing this interview were those
regarding the value of humility.

”I have a lot less rabbinic
egothanlusedtohave’ hesaid,
“Ildont own the congregation.|
serve the congregation and I'm
pleasedto share the leadership
withotherpeople.lt'snotabout
me.lt'saboutthecongregation.”

For many, these words
will  likely be received
as music to the ears.

Weeds and neglect
almost destroyed a piece
of Moishe Gold's past.

For60years,thatwasthefate
of the stone matezvot marking
the grave of his maternal grand-
father in the Jewish cemetery of
the little Polish town of Ozarow.

SincethelastJewsofthetown
were marched off to Treblinka
Oct. 15, 1942 the burial ground,
like 1,400 others in Poland, had
been alternately ignored or
vandalized. During the Second
World War Ozarow’s memo-
rialstonesandwallswerebroken
and taken by German soldiers
to build roads and fortifications.

Today,the Ozarowcemetery
has been restored. Its matzevot
havebeenrepaired, cleanedand
remounted,itsgroundsaretend-
ed and its wall rebuilt, all thanks
to an international campaign
with Gold, as one of its leaders.

Now, the Dundas resident
and others around the world
areextendingtheircampaign by
asking the German government
to contribute up to $200 mil-

lion to a fund to restore the
restofPoland’s Jewishcemeteries.

Gold is the Canadian coor-
dinator for the Poland Jewish
Cemeteries Restoration Project.
To date the group has rebuilt 17
burialgroundsacrossthatcountry
and has another 30 projects on
thego.Aswithall othereffortsto
reclaimtheJewishpastofPoland,
the biggest hurdle is money.

“We want Germany to
pay its fair share of this work,”
Gold said. “We don't expect to
get it all, but we want them
to contribute their share”

ForGold,thecemeteryresto-
rationworkwasanaturalextension
ofhisinterestinJewishgenealogy.
Theroots of the effort go back to
1996 whenGoldmetBuffalo-area
residentDr.NormanWeinbergat
a wedding and realized their
families were both from Ozarow.

Over the years they trad-
ed information back and forth,
building a small network of
Ozarow descendants. The town,
south-east of Warsaw, had once
beenhometo4,300Jewsandwas
the centre of a rabbinic dynasty
dating to 1812. During the war

itwasturnedintoaJewishghetto
weremorethan8,000peoplewere
confinedbeforebeingmurdered.
The few who survived were sent
to work in a munitions factory.

Gold’s paternal grandfather
and other relatives were among
the victims. His own parents left
Ozarow in 1928 and 1930, set-
tlinginHamiltonwheretheywere
amongthefirstcouplesmarriedin
thenewlybuiltAdasisrael Anshe
SfardSynagogueonCannonstreet.

“I'd always been interested
in going to visit Ozarow, but
I'd always been told don't go,

there’s nothing there any more,

Gold said. “Despite that | still
feltaconnectiontotheplaceand
wanted to see it at least once.

“I wanted to feel the his-
tory and tell my children and
grandchildren about it,” he said.

“The Ozarower Rabbi had
been trying for years to restore
thecemetery,buthecouldn'tget
through the bureaucracy,” Gold
explained. “We thought this is
important because the old gen-
eration is dying off and we want
theirchildrenandgrand-children

to be able to find their roots.”

Using their network of
Ozarowers, Weinberg and Gold
ledacampaigntoraise $100,000
to finance the restoration work.
The money was gathered in
four months and used to hire
local contractors in Ozarow --
a gambit that helped to clear
manygovernmenthurdles.They
also got the backing of the local
mayor and priest, as well as that
of Rabbi Michael Shudrich,
now chief rabbi of Poland.

“Our group has always tried
to keep on an even keel and
not get into arguments with
the Poles,” Gold said. “We have
alwaysbeentreatedwithrespect
thereforwhatwe'retryingtodo.”

One mark of that respect
is the fact none of the ceme-
teries restored under the proj-
ect has since been vandalized.

Restoration work in Ozarow
was started in June 2001 and
finishedbyOctoberwhenadedi-
cation ceremony was held. That
eventwasattendedby250zarow
descendants,and 500 Poleswho
brought flowers and best wish-
es.Schools were closed for the
day and students were encour-
aged to attend the dedication.

Today, other than the
cemetery, nothing remains of
Jewish Ozarow. The synagogue
is a plumbing supply store,
the home of Gold’s maternal
grandparents is a car dealership
-- but the cemetery remains as
a testament to what once was.

Thatsentimentwasexpressed
in 2004 in a letter to Weinberg
from Rabbi Tanchum Becker,
grandsonof Ozarow’s lastrebbe.
He attended the dedication cer-
emonyandwroteafterward“The
ancient Ozarow cemetery is a
cornerstone of our heritage. By
restoringthissacredsitewehave
honored the memory of our
ancestorsandthosemurderedin
the Holocaust. The cemetery of
Ozarowisourrootsand our spiri-
tualties.Throughunderstanding
and identifying with these roots
wecanbetterunderstandourselves
today,thushelpingbothourselves
andourchildrentofinddirection
in today’s world so full of chaos.”

Fillingthatneed--whichwas
reinforcedfortheOzarowdescen-
dantsduringatourofJewishsites
afterthecemeterydedication--is
whythegroupwantstoextendits
effort across Poland, Gold said.

“Everywhere we went we
saw desecrated synagogues
and cemeteries,” he said.

To do that the Ozarow
CemeteryRestorationProjecthas
morphedintothePoland Jewish
Cemeteries Restoration Project
with Weinberg as executive
director. To get money from the
German government the group
is seeking 1 million signatures
on a petition, as well as sup-
portfromJewishandnon-Jewish
organizations around the world.

In Canada, support for
the effort has already been
voiced by groups such as
Canadian Lawyers and Jurists
for World Jewry, Toronto’s
Beth Tzedec Congregation,
the Jewish Foundation of
Manitoba and the mid-west
region of B'nai Brith Canada.

Long-term plans call for
the establishment of a new
independent Jewish founda-
tion in Poland to care for the
cemeteries and mass graves.

“Organizations and indi-
viduals in the Hamilton com-
munity are encouraged to
sign our petition,” Gold said.

In the footsteps of Lawrence

Israeli tour company excels in Jordan desert trips

Lawrence of Arabia has
always one of my favourite mov-
ies.FilmedonlocationinJordan’s
WadiRum,thefilmcontainssome
of the most hauntingly beautiful
desert scenes in motion picture
history.With bothWadiRumand
Petra (recently voted one of the
newsevenwondersoftheworld)
situated within a two-hourdrive
from Eilat, my daughters and |
decidedtoincludeatriptoJordan
during our month long sojourn
in Jerusalem this past summer.

Our tour operator of choice
wasDesertEcoTours,asmalland
innovative Israeli company that
specializesinoff-the-beaten-track
desertexpeditionsinlsrael,Jordan
andEgypt.ErezHerrnstadt,ades-
ert-lovinglsraeli, whowasdriven
byavisionofcreatingacompany
thatwouldoffertravelerscustom-
ized,authenticdesertexperiences
and outstanding customer ser-
vice, founded desert Eco Tours
seven years ago. The timing of
thecompany’screationcoincided
with the second Intifada, when
tourismin Jordan had slowed to
atrickleand Herrnstadtwascon-
fident that he could offer visitors
something unique: customized
andauthenticdesertexperiences.

“I have my own way of
doing desert tours,” Herrnstadt
saidduringatelephoneinterview
with the Hamilton Jewish News.

“All  the small details

are important. [We try] to
show the desert as a complex
whole, and not just run from
one famous place to another”

Desert Eco Tours' Jordanian
guides were hand picked and
trainedbyoneoflsrael’stopguides

accordingtoHerrnstadt'srigorous
standards.Theeffortpaidoff.The
company, whose website (www.
desertecotours.com)offerstravel-
ers awide variety of desert tours
to choose from, is thriving and
recentlycompletedits2000thtrip.

AmongitsJordanexcursions
were those ranging from one-
day trips to Petra by jeep to
seven-day camel trips into Wadi
Rum. We chose the two and a
half day option to Wadi Rum
and Petra, including an early
morning hot air balloon ride.

Our trip began mid-day on
the Jordanian side of the Eilat-
Agaba border where we were
greetedbytheirrepressibleSalah
and an ancient 4-wheel drive
Toyotathathadseenbetterdays.
Salah is a Jordanian of Bedouin
heritage. In fact, what we soon
discovered was that the major-
ity of Jordan’s population is of
Bedouinorigin.Afteraquicktour
throughAgaba,weheadednorth-
eastintothemountains,enjoying
thepulsingrhythmsoftraditional
Arabic dance music blaring on
the radio. After about 45 min-
utes, Salah swerved off the main
road straight into Wadi Rum, a
720squarekilometre expanse of
rust-colourstretchesofsandand
towering sandstone mountains.
We gazed out the windows in
wonder until Salah stopped in
frontofamassive wind-sculpted
rock, which we immediately set
about climbing. Continuing on
our way we soon arrived at our
accommodationsfortheevening.
Bait Ali is a charming Bedouin
campsiteandrestarea,complete
withtents,modernshowersand,
amazinglyenough-aswimming

pool.Exhilarated butexhausted,
werelaxedforafewhoursbefore
heading backinto the desert for
asunset excursion. As Salah pre-
paredcupsofsweetBedouinmint
tea, we set off barefoot into the
dunes, marvelling as mountains
awash in hues of reds and gold
were transformed into tones of
pinks and purples as the sun set.
Later that night after a glorious
Bedouin dinner, we headed out
againtoliebeneaththemostmag-
nificentstar-filled skythatoureyes
had ever beheld. The following
morning werosewiththesunfor
the nextadventure:ahotair bal-
loonridethatgaveusabird’'seye
viewofthisimmensedesert,only
afraction of which we crossedin
an hour’s time. It felt like an oth-
erworldlyexperiencetoencounter
this vast, unspoiled wilderness.

Later that morning we con-
tinued on to Petra, a two-hour
drive from Wadi Rum. The mod-
ern town of Petra is located just
outsidetheancientsiteandwhen
wearrived,wefoundthehotelstaff
andresidentsinastateofeuphoria
becausetwodaysearlier,Petrahad
beenvotedoneofthenewseven
wonders of the modern world.

Ancient Petra thrived as a
majorcentreandwealthyfortress
cityatthecommercialcrossroads
between the Arabian, Assyrian,
Egyptian, Greek, and Roman
cultures under the Nabateans,
a nomadic tribe who migrated
there from Arabiaduring the 6th
century BCE. One of the world’s
mostfamousarchaeologicalsites,
Petra, famously described as a
“rose-red city halfas old as time”,
is carved into the sheer rock
face of the massive red moun-

tains of Jordan's Wadi Musa.

Ibrahim, also of Bedouin
origin, escorted us through the
Siq, the famous kilometre-long,
narrow, and winding cleft in
the rock that leads into Petra.
Walkingthroughthisremarkable
natural feature, its walls tower-
ing to a height of 200 meters, is
as awe-inspiring as Petra itself.
Abruptly comingintoviewaswe
emerged from the Siq was what
isuniversally considered among
the most beautiful and elegant
remainsoftheancientworld:The
Treasury, carved out of solid rock
andstandingover40metershigh.
For the next several hours, we
wanderedthroughtheextensive
siteonexcavated ancientstreets
dotted with souvenir shops and
Bedouin children hawking don-
key and camel rides. Although
timeconstraintsandintenseheat
did not allow for a complete
exploration of the site, lbrahim
took us to a recently excavated
areaknownasThe GreatTemple,
wherewedrankteawithmembers
of the Bedouin team working
on the excavations and chatted

with Brown University professor
MarthaSharpJoukowskyandher
granddaughter.Laterweclimbed
up a beautiful trail high into
the mountains and visited with
an elderly Bedouin man who
has made himself a charming
home in one of the many caves.

After a hearty buffet lunch
servedfromanon-siterestaurant,
we began the long walk back
throughtheSiqandtoourawait-
ing cab, which whisked us back
to the border, where a Desert
Eco Tours representative facili-
tated our return to Israel. On the
Eilat side of the border, Shaul,
another company employee,
was there to welcome us home.

All of us were thoroughly
enchantedbyJordan’sunspoiled
beauty, by the Bedouin hospital-
ity and culture and by the atten-
tion lavished upon us by Desert
Eco Tours. Erez Herrnstadt's
workethic, passionforthedesert
and entrepreneurial skills have
createdawinningformulaproven
by thishappyclient’'sdetermina-
tion to book another Desert Eco
Tourstripatthenextopportunity.

The one rule in the group

Does genuine religious con-
cern necessitate social action?
What sorts of practical actions in
the world are demanded by reli-
giosity? AbrahamJoshuaHeschel
(1907-1972) was a renowned
Jewishtheologianandsocialactiv-
ist who inspired many with his
religious thought, his contribu-
tions to Jewish-Christian under-
standing and his compassionate
concern for the other. An émigré
fromwartime Europe whotaught
at Hebrew Union College in
Cincinnati and later at the Jewish
Theological SeminaryinNewYork
City,Heschelwasnotedforhispar-
ticipationin thecivil rights move-
ment and his outspoken protest
againsttheVietnamWar. Hismost
famous works include Man is Not
Alone(1951),TheSabbath(1951),
God in Search of Man (1952)
and Man's Quest for God (1954).

Marking the centenary
of Heschel’s birth, McMaster
University’s Department of
Religious Studies has invited
SusannahHeschel,RabbiHeschel’s
only child and a major scholar of
Judaisminherownright, todeliv-
er this year’s Lillian and Marvin
GoldblattLectureinJewishStudies.
The lecture,”Moral Grandeur and

Spiritual Audacity: Reflectionson
the Life and Thought of Abraham
Joshua Heschel,” will take place
on October 22 at 8 p.m. in the
CIBC Room in the McMaster
University Student Centre and
is free and open to the public.

Susannah Heschel holds the
EliBlack Chairin Jewish Studies at
Dartmouth College. She is noted
for her contributions to thinking
about Judaism and feminism, as
well as for her extensive work on
therelationshipbetweenJudaism
and Christianity, especially as it
wasshapedby 19th-and20th-cen-
tury German thought. Her pub-
licationsinclude Abraham Geiger
and the Jewish Jesus (1998) and
The Aryan Jesus: Christians, Nazis
and the Bible (forthcoming). She
is also the editor of On Being a
Jewish Feminist (1987) and Moral
Grandeur and Spiritual Audacity:
EssaysbyAbrahamJoshuaHeschel
(1996)andhasco-editedtheessay
collections New Views of First
Century Jewish and Christian
Self-Definition (forthcoming),
Betrayal: German Churches and
theHolocaust(1999),andInsider/
Outsider: American Jews and
Multiculturalism (1998). In addi-
tion to her academic work, she

haswrittenandlecturedfrequently
onJewishissues,servedforseveral
years as the co-chair of Tikkun,
with Michael Lerner and Cornel
West,sitsontheadvisoryboard of
Brit Tzedek v'Shalom, and is an
active member of the National
Council of Jewish Women.

McMasterUniversity’sannual
lecture in Jewish Studies was ini-
tiated in 2002, largely through
theinitiative and support of Herb
Schreiber. In 2004, the lecture
series was renamed in honour of
theGoldblattfamily,whosegener-
ouscontributionsnowsupportthe
lecturesin perpetuity. Pastspeak-
ers have been Reuven Firestone,
Michael Marrus, Judith Baskin,
David Biale, and Elliot Wolfson.

While visiting McMaster,
Professor Heschel will participate
inaworkshop discussion of a pre-
circulatedpapergrowingoutofher
research on the history of Jewish-
Christianrelations,“From Jesusto
Shylock:ChristianSupersessionism
and ‘The Merchant of Venice!”

It is in the fall, when Rosh
Hashanah and Yom Kippur
are upon us, that the people
of our community under-
take serious reflection on the
year that has passed and con-
siderthe challengesand oppor-
tunities in the year to come.

We are blessed to live in a country where the rule of law is
paramount,andwhereCanadianvaluesarereflectedinpeople
from many faiths, ethnicitiesand | S
cultures living together in rela- s
tive harmony. At the same time,
we cannot take that harmony for
granted.Wehaveallseenorheard
about incidents of antisemitism
inourstreetsand onthe Internet,
dangerousstatementsfromregimes
demonizing Israel and incendi-
ary verbal and written attacks by
representativesoffringecommu-
nitieswhoseviewsarecontraryto
Canadian and Jewish values. For
some people, attacks of this kind
spurvigilantawarenessofthosearoundthem,leadingthemto
worktocounteractthehatred, perhapsbybuildingrelationships
with people from communities outside their own in an effort
to develop trust and understanding. Unfortunately, for many
others, coming face to face with hatred and enmity leads to a
sense of defeatandapathy,whichcandevastateacommunity.

As Jews, we have learned the hard way that silence in the
face of adversityis notan option.While we watch our brothers
andsistersinlsraelwithtrepidationandprideastheydefendour
Jewishstate,wemustrealizethatwe,too,haveasacredtrust-each
of usmust uphold Jewish honourin the Diaspora.We do so by
becominginvolvedwithamcha.We Jewsareasmallfamily,but
wearejoinedbyourcommonhistoryandourloveofbothCanada
and our spiritual home - EretzYisrael. We owe it to future gen-
erationstoensurebotharestrong,freeandfiercelyindependent.

As we enter the High Holy Day season, we must com-
mit to working for community now - we cannot put it off
for another time. There is no greater threat to Jewish life
in Canada than our own indifference. That is why we urge
all of you to maintain an unflinching commitment to com-
munity. Stay informed, stay involved, and encourage those
around you to help ensure Canada remains a country with
uncompromising values, with no room for bigotry, hate or
intoleranceandplentyofroomtoachievegreatthingstogether.

Antisemitism has never been, and will never be, merely
anisolated hatred.Itisablightthatreachesbeyondthe Jewish
communityandactsasaprecursortoamoremassive hatethat
explodes onto society as a whole, spreading in all directions.

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Fair public education

This is an historic time for
our community. The subject of
integrating faith-based schools,
such as Jewish day schools, that
meet provincial requirements
into the public education system
is back on the public agenda.

Its impact would be signifi-
cant.Publicfundingforqualifying
dayschoolswouldcorrectdecades
ofunfairnesswhichhaveseenonly
Catholicschoolsaspartofthepub-
liceducation.TheCatholicsystem
isanexcellentexampleofhowwell
integrationoffaith-basedschools
into public education works. As a
matteroffairness,inclusionshould
apply to all faith-based schools,
including Jewish day schools.

As the system currently
stands, parentswhochooseJewish
day school for their children are
financially penalized for making
that choice. They support public
education,andtheypaytheirtaxes
like everyoneelsein Ontario. And
yet, theirchildrenremainshutout
from the public school system.

On the other hand, 650,000
Ontario Catholicstudentsreceive
the benefit of being educated
within their faith, and within the
publicsystem.They participatein
standardized testing; their teach-
ersfollowan approved provincial
curriculum, ensuring all students
learn according to Canadian val-
ues, and their presence strength-
ens public education in Ontario.
That's the formula that should
apply to all faith-based students.

Funding for Catholic schools
is constitutionally required, but
that does not justify the exclu-
sion of other faith-based schools
that not only meet provincial
requirements but also educate
thousandsofgraduateswhohave
madeinvaluablecontributionsto
Canadiansociety.Otherprovinces
have found ways to support and

accommodatefaith-basedschools
that meet various requirements
suchasfollowinganapprovedpro-
vincial curriculum, teacher quali-
ficationsandstandardizedstudent
testing. Why won't Ontario?

FromQuebecwestward,every
province other than Ontario pro-
vides public funding for faith-
based schools. Only Ontario
fundsonefaith-based school sys-
tem to the exclusion of all oth-
ers. In fact, it's the only jurisdic-
tion in the western world that
has this kind of funding arrange-
ment with faith-based schools.

Yet, thousands of respon-
sible, well-rounded Jewish day
schoolgraduateswhoweretaught
according to the provincial cur-
riculum, within a Jewish envi-
ronment promoting Canadian
values, are making significant
contributions to Ontario society.

For many parents, sending
theirchildrentoJewishdayschools
is, in itself a matter of faith. It's the
way in which their children can
absorbbothJewishandCanadian
valuesduringtheentireschoolday,
whilelearningJewishreligion, his-
tory and heritage. Non-Catholic
faith-basedparentspayschooltaxes
butreceivenodirectpubliceduca-
tion benefits. Why should they
be penalized because their chil-
drenattendafaith-based school?

Integrating Jewish day
schools into the public system
would provide relief to thou-
sands of families making finan-
cial sacrifices so their children
can receive a quality education.

Let'sgiveallofourchildrenthe
chancetobe partofastrong, vital
andinclusivepublicschoolsystem
that reflects 21st century Ontario
and passes the test of fairness.

questioning exactly how much
of a surplus was going to be
found by the next government.

More specifically, the can-
didates spoke of the process of
“downloading”responsibilityfor
social services from the Federal
government, to the provincial
government and eventually on
tomunicipalgovernments.They
spoketotheunfairnessofthissys-
temandrecognizedthedifficulty
it has placed on municipalities
toattempttomeetsocialservice
costs through real estate taxes.

Should the Conservatives
form the next government, the
matter of downloading would
be reviewed. The candidates
further committed to address-
ing the matter within the con-
text of a full range of consul-
tations with the Association
of Ontario Municipalities.

Community members also
raisedthespecificissueofconcern
foroneofourownsocial service

agencieswhosefuturehasbeen
cast into doubt by the current
provincialgovernment.Lacking
information,thecandidateswere
unabletocomment.Federation
will ensure that information on
thismatterwillbetransmittedto
theappropriateridingcandidate.

The matter of the referen-
dumwassomewhatworrisome
to all parties. Very few citizens
areevenawarethattherewillbe
a second ballot in October. The
referendumwillaskvotersifthey
wish toendorseaprogram pro-
vidingforelectionofsomeMPP's
byproportionalrepresentation.A
similarreferendumwasnarrowly
defeated in British Columbia.

None of the candidates
was a proponent of thereferen-
dum. Ironically enough, being
familiar with proportional rep-
resentationthroughexperience
with Israeli elections and the
inability of Israel to ever have
a majority government, Jewish

leaders were all vocal in their
discomfortwiththereferendum.

Intheirclosingremarks, the
candidates madethe pointthat
this was not the Conservative
party of Mike Harris. They
stressed thatthepartyitselfwas
not a “party of the right” but
a “party of the center” They
were especially proud of lead-
er John Tory. They hoped that
the Jewish community would
recognize the party’s ability
to provide the “good steward-
ship” required to help Ontario
citizens who need it most.
