The mission of the Jewish Federation of Springfield, Illinois, is to serve the Jewish people
locally,  in Israel and throughout the world through coordinated fund raising, community-

wide programming, social services and educational activities.

     When I started writing this month’s column, I couldn’t help but think
how quickly time passes.  It does seem like yesterday when I wrote last
month’s column.  I can hardly believe it has been a year since our last
annual meeting, much less 3 years since we’ve met in person and
hosted Michelle Korin to introduce Partnership2GETHER while Pat
Chesley was serving as Federation President.  Throughout Arden Lang’s
entire presidency, we not once met in person due to Covid.  Just six 

months ago, half-way through Bob Silverman’s term as President, we met in person for the first time for
Federation’s campaign event.  I am especially thankful to Federation Board for their wisdom and care,
and for continuing the more than eighty-year tradition of serving, strengthening, and caring for our
community always guided by our mission, service to the Jewish people, locally, in Israel and throughout
the world, I have no doubt that incoming Federation President Karen Westbrook’s vision and leadership
will be emblematic.
     In recent years and especially as we reconvene in person, security has been an ongoing and ever
present community concern.   Thanks to Barry Seidman, who while Federation President, thought that
Michael Masters, Executive Director of SCN (Secure Community Network), would be a great speaker at
the 2018 Federation Campaign dinner.  SCN is the official safety and security organization of the Jewish
community in North America, founded by JFNA (Jewish Federations of North America) and the
Conference of Presidents of Major American Jewish Organizations. This was months before the
murders at Pittsburgh’s three synagogues and before Poway and Colleyville, the rise of antisemitism,
and incidents in Springfield.  At the campaign event, Michael Masters described his goal — that every
Jewish community would have a dedicated security director.   JFNA and SCN’s LiveSecure program does
just that.  Since then, Federation hosted SCN’s Stuart Frisch who discussed security at a community
meeting, toured each local Jewish facility, and met with law enforcement.   Federation arranged for SCN
to conduct security assessments for Temple Israel and Temple B’rith Sholom, which, along with JFNA
seminars, assisted each in receiving National Security Grant Program awards.  Federation most
recently arranged for JUF (Chicago Federation) to conduct a security assessment for Chabad for the
new location. 
     Continuing our focus on community security, Federation has invited SCN to describe the LiveSecure
program at Federation’s Annual Meeting on Monday, May 15th at 5:30 pm at Temple Israel.   SCN will
conduct Situational Awareness training on Tuesday, May 16th at Temple B’rith Sholom at 7:00 pm. 
 Bevan Stauffer, SCN Regional Security Director and Stuart Frisch, SCN National Training and Exercise
Advisor will present. 

    I hope you will join us at Federation’s annual meeting (May 15) to thank Federation Board and
committee members for all they’ve accomplished over the past year and for their service to the
community, to welcome new leadership. to acknowledge the leadership of our community’s Jewish
organizations over the past year, to hear exciting plans for this coming year, and to thank you for your
