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COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT GRANT PROGRAM
The Community Engagement Grant program is designed to encourage and support one time or short-term programs and activities offered by organizations either in underserved areas of the Lower Mainland and/or who not receive funding from Federation through local allocations. 
Typically, these grants are used to foster stronger Jewish community engagement and connection among youth and young families not currently connected to the core Jewish institutions.  Grants will range from $1,000 - $5,000 per year and support programs that have been in existence for less than three years. Examples of activities funded with community engagement grants include: shabbat and holiday programs, challah bakes, commemoration events and subsidies for special events.

Eligible applicants must either be a not-for-profit society or have a partnership with an organization that is a not-for-profit society and has charitable status.  

Program Criteria:

· The program must focus on Jewish engagement and connection and include Jewish content.  

· The program must be accessible, open, and welcoming to all.  If fees are charged, a process must be in place to ensure that everyone who is interested is able to participate. 

· The grant must be used for program costs such as educators/speakers fees, program materials, marketing and promotional costs and refreshments. Administrative costs including salaries and benefits will not be covered. 

· Programs/Activities that duplicate or compete with existing programs and services will not be funded. 

· The program or activities must be in alignment with the Federation’s mandate.
· Applicants may not profit financially from the project. 

· Evidence of community support must be provided. This can include letters from community members or statements from past participants. 
Funds are not to be used for:

· Ongoing programs

· Salaries and benefits

Approval process:  All community engagement grants will be reviewed and approved either by one member of the planning and one member of the allocations committees or two members of the allocations committee.

Deadline to Apply:  There is no deadline date for applications to be submitted.  Applications will be reviewed on a first come, first-serve basis.

Conditions of Funding:
· Successful applicants must comply with the Federation recognition guidelines and acknowledge Federation funding in all materials advertising or describing the program.

· Successful applicants must comply with the Council of Presidents fundraising guidelines and honour the primacy of the Federation fundraising period. No fundraising activities can occur between September through to November. 

· Successful applicants must post their activities on the Council of Presidents community calendar.
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
