Contemplate the
sacrifices made by Israeli soldiers and leaders while visiting
the gravesites at Mt. Herzl Cemetery, a place of national
significance

Immerse yourself in the therapeutic waters of the Dead Sea.
Try covering yourself in its mineral-rich mud, renowned for
its skin-nourishing properties, and capture hilarious buoyant
photos as you effortlessly float on the water’s surface. Finish
the day by welcoming in Shabbat at the Western Wall, as you
join in the joyful melodies and timeless rituals that mark the
beginning of this sacred day.

Head north to Nazareth, the hometown of Jesus, where
you’ll stop at Mt. Precipice, a breathtaking overlook of the
Jezreel Valley. You’ll also explore the mystery of the
incarnation at Mary’s Well and the Basilica of Annunciation,
the largest church in the Middle East.
