A Picture Is Worth A Thousand Words
Assignment
 
        	While studying the Holocaust and Holocaust Literature, you have had the opportunity to view many photographs at various web sites.  This assignment requires that you select one photo to represent all that you have studied in the unit.
         	It should be a picture that “speaks” to you or conveys a strong message to anyone who sees it.  It is as if you have each been asked to select a photo to be put into a book about the Holocaust.  Pick something important to you – something you feel we should remember, something you feel the world should know about.  Think carefully and choose wisely.
         	Paste your picture into a Word document.  Be sure to place where you got the photo and other important information on this page.  Print it out at the “Best Quality” setting or, under “advanced properties,” at a high dots per inch (dpi).  No picture should be printed in color and all pictures should be at least 3 x 5 inches in size.
After selecting and learning about your photo, you need to produce a clean, typed copy of a poem that is at least 20 lines long.  It must be original and related to the photo.  Some poetry formats may be provided on request.
I strongly suggest that you use the USHMM photo archives as a resource.  To do this, go to
www.ushmm.org.  Open the “Search” and type in “Photo Archives” then click on “Photo Archives” - #2.  Scroll down to the “Search the Catalog” button. Now pick a topic like “children” or “Gypsies” and do a search.  Be sure you select “historical photo” or you will not be successful.
