As an educator for the past 30 years, | consider teaching to be my career, not a job. My last 20 years
have been well-spent educating students in Title 1 schools in Collier County. Currently, | am working at
Parkside Elementary School, where our vision is to ensure that we are “Empowering Students for
Lifelong Success.” We work to achieve that vision by fostering an environment where students are able
to develop character traits that exemplify respect, kindness, and good judgment.

Being a Haitian immigrant has given me great insight into the backgrounds and obstacles of the
multicultural students that | have taught throughout the years. My cultural background has prepared me
to value and appreciate the histories and experiences of many cultures and diverse groups of students.

As a mother of three boys, | pride myself in being an educator inside and outside of the classroom. A
common motto | instilled in my boys when they were young is, “Be a leader not a follower.” This
statement is easily said, but at times, difficult to carry out. | chose to follow in my parents’ footsteps by
having my boys read books about great leaders from around the world who stood firm for racial,
religious and cultural equality. | believed that reading those books was just the beginning to opening
their eyes to the issues surrounding equality. My goal was for them to take the knowledge they gained
and use it through open dialogue, being able to debate and critically think of ways to improve society as
a whole.

As a first-grade teacher, | take seriously the foundation that | create and continue to construct for my
students to empower them for lifelong success. Like | have done with my boys, | continuously work hard
to foster a culture of LEADERSHIP within my classroom. For the past 8 years, | made a conscious decision
that | would implement cultural diversity within the classroom. The world is comprised of diverse
societies that should not and cannot be isolated and ignored. My students learn through storytelling,
shared and different experiences. Spending time reading, discussing, and analyzing leaders help them
feel connected to these individuals and give these young thinkers the motivation to be leaders too. |
wholeheartedly believe that by having these discussions and teaching our children early on to practice
leadership skills every single day, whether it be in sports, at home and within their communities, they
will become visionary leaders of society.

It is never too early to begin discussing respect for diversity. It is also not enough to teach only
similarities among people. As a society, we have the tendency to exclude young children in discussions
about bigotry, discrimination, diversity, and social justice because we think it is too complex.
Throughout the years, | have used a plethora of books to discuss these topics. After reading a book or
researching about a leader, students are encouraged to honor their identity without judging or
discriminating based on differences. Teaching about these concepts can lay the foundations for more
complex understanding as they grow academically. Young children have a strong sense of fairness.
Throughout my career, | witnessed many children alter their way of thinking because they were exposed
to diversity in a positive way.
