with both historic and contemporary anti-Jewish and anti-Israel
tropes; questions measuring literacy and familiarity with Jews and
Israel; several comparative prejudice experiments; and general
conspiracy theory belief questions.

Late Winter/Early Spring Blues Fighters Submitted by Brian Jones, Dutchess County Office for the Aging

Although the sun is staying up longer this time of year, by about three minutes a day, many older adults have
just about had enough of winter by now. The “late winter blues” can compound the effects of seasonal
depression. Feelings of isolation, disconnect, anxiety, and stagnation can also impact levels of depression. While
we look for spring outside as well as on the calendar, here are some tips on how to boost your mental health,
with help from Poughkeepsie-based Family Services (29 N. Hamilton St., familyservicesny.org):

« Seek Sunlight. In Dutchess County, winter means fewer hours of natural sunlight, one of the root
causes of seasonal depression. Some scientists theorize that the lack of sunlight produces unstable and
disruptive amounts of both melatonin, the hormone that helps us sleep; and serotonin, a
neurotransmitter that affects mood. If you are not able to get out into the sun, investigate purchasing a
light therapy lamp.

« Get Some Exercise, Indoors and Out, Even If It Is Cold. The benefits of exercise for the health of our
bodies are well-known, but recent studies also show exercise increases our sense of well-being and
focus, likely from a boost in serotonin. Exercise is good for overall health, including mental health.

+ Set Your Sights on Something “Spring-y” - While we might not be able to go on vacation to someplace
warmer, there are other things you've no doubt been wanting to do. Having something to look forward
to is a sure blues buster. Try a new hobby; Office for the Aging Friendship Centers throughout the
county are great places to start up new hobbies or renew older ones, with locations in Beacon, East
Fishkill, Millerton, Pawling, Pleasant Valley (Tri-Town), Poughkeepsie, Red Hook, and South Amenia.

Updated Tax Ideas for Seniors

Under current laws, individuals who are 70.5 years old or older may use a Qualified Charitable Donation
(QCD) to donate up to $100,000 to qualified charities directly from an IRA or IRA Rollover account to
satisfy Required Minimum IRA Distributions (RMD’s). Section 307 of the IRS Code indicates that the
annual IRA QCD limit will be indexed for inflation, effective for tax years after 2023. The bill did not
indicate any change to the current QCD age and QCD’s continue to be ineligible for donations to private
donor advised fund sponsors, private foundations or supporting organizations.

The age for RMD’s from an IRA is increased to 73 with newly issued tables due to longer life experiences
nationally and is effective January 1, 2023 and will be extended again to 75 Starting January 1, 2023 IRA
owners turning age 72 in 2023 would not be required to take RMD’s in 2023.

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Rabbi’s Blog by Rabbi Joshua Boettiger

Haggadah means “telling,” and there is understand-
ably a steady focus we put on language and its
capacity to transform during the lead-up to Pesach.
Yet I find myself thinking a lot about silence this
year as we prepare for this season of our liberation.

There are different types of silences. When I was in
college, I had a “Silence is the Voice of Complicity”
bumper sticker on my car. A few years later I ripped

Rabbi Boettiger

off the lower half so it just said, “Silence is the
Voice.” Of course neither option really captures it
entirely. In the Tanakh, there are many types of silences, ranging from
the silence of Aaron'’s grief after his sons are killed to Psalm 65: “Silence
is praise to You, O God.” The rabbinic tradition has a ton to say about
silence, as well, and it is worth asking - for a people so smitten by words,
why does there seem to be such a curiosity about silence?

The Midrash says when God gave the Torah on Mount Sinai the entire
world became silent. In this spirit we might understand words as only
being clarion relative to the silence they rise out of. If the silence has a
true depth and feel to it, we will be able to hear the words that follow;
otherwise, the words will not reach our ears, and if they do, they will
likely sound like mere noise.

If the Jewish people are truly a people of the word, then we must also be
a people who commit to understanding, practicing, and conditioning
silence. Silence and language seem to go together, to be mutually
dependent. As we see in our larger societal context, if there is not a
silence for our words to arise from, then there is only cacophony, words
upon words, and a climate of out-shouting one another prevails. The
world we live in is a place where words themselves are debased,
devalued, and utterly forgettable.

So, I imagine we need to cultivate a relationship to silence for our
communal tellings to rise from on Erev Pesach and beyond. How might
we think about this?

Ivan Illich, in an essay called, “The Eloquence of Silence,” writes that
there are three types of silence. The first is the silence of pure listening
to the other; it is a silence of humility, of a deep interest which reflects a
desire to hear and understand. In some ways this is the core
anti-Pharaonic message of Pesach - to re-humanize the other.

[llich’s second kind of silence is the silence that precedes words, the
silence that is a preparation for speech - where we consider what ought
to be said and how. We do not rush to speak. This makes me think of
Aviva Zornberg’s teaching that at our Seders, we are largely silent until
the matza unlocks the throat in order to allow a speech that surprises
even the speaker, a speech from a wiser, more unconscious place.

The third type of silence Illich names - “the silence of love beyond
words” - is, God willing, where we are left once we say “L’shanah
haba’ah b’yerushalayim” and our Seders end. We look around the table
and beyond the table and experience such a silence. May it be so.

Passover By Suzanne Turrisi, P Library Assistant Director

Why do we tell the Passover story every year? What would happen if we
stopped telling it?? As Jews, we are commanded to remember and retell the
story. We learn to remember our ancestors and to have faith in G-d, no matter
what! We commemorate the liberation of the people who were led out of
bondage by Moses! Freedom isn't always free! Many are still in bondage
today! This Peseach, discuss how you and your family can help eradicate
enslavement. Perhaps you are enslaved by old habits? Think how we can free
ourselves and others this season!

“It's almost time for Passover! If you're hosting the seder, a festive meal that
kicks off Passover this year, you’ll need a special centerpiece - your very own
seder plate.

A seder plate holds symbols of the Passover story. Karpas — a green
vegetable, often parsley — is dipped in salt water to remind us of the tears of
the enslaved Israelites. A sweet fruit paste called charoset (from the Hebrew
word cheres, “clay”) is like the mortar that the Israelites used to construct
buildings for the Egyptian empire. Maror, a bitter herb (usually horseradish),
recalls the bitterness of slavery. It is sometimes joined by hazeret, a second
bitter herb. A roasted lamb shank bone, zeroah, is a reminder of the offering
the Jews made before leaving Egypt. (Vegetarian families will sometimes use a
beet instead). Lastly, the beitzah — a roasted or hard-boiled egg — stands for
the offering made on every holiday in the days when the Temple stood. That’s
one powerful centerpiece!”-P] Library Hub (www.pjlibrary.org/passover.)

Recently, the Jewish Federation of Dutchess County was asked to look into a class
being taught this semester at Bard College about the Israel/Palestine conflict. The
title of the class and course description which had been posted on social media
raised concern that the course may cross the line of legitimate criticism and have a
negative effect on Jewish people on campus and even beyond. We have met with
representatives from Bard College to discuss the course, its place in the overall Bard
curriculum, and its potential impact on our community. While the Jewish
Federation of Dutchess County has not had access to the syllabus, listing of course
material, or plan for guest speakers, Bard has told us that the course will present a
variety of viewpoints and encourage open discourse on a complex topic. We
appreciate the welcome that Bard afforded our organization when we requested a
meeting, and we know that Bard recognizes the seriousness of this issue.

In modern day, throughout the United States and globally, there is a rise of attacks
on the Jewish Community thinly veiled as criticism of Israel in the name of social
justice. And this is a concern for us. This is why Jewish Federations, like the Jewish
Federation of Dutchess County, work every day to build relationships, engage the
community, and advocate for Israel. We work tirelessly to uplift and protect the
Jewish community and to fight against antisemitism and the delegitimization of
Israel.

This course will examine Israel-Palestine and the crime of apartheid. What is apartheid?
Is it primarily an analogy to a period of rule in 20th-century South Africa and Namibia? Is
it a legal concept that exists independently of any similarities and differences with
apartheid in South Africa? Why have leading international, Palestinian, and Israeli
human rights organizations found that Israeli officials are committing the crime of
apartheid? What are the political, analytical, and legal implications of this finding?
Through close scrutiny of recent reports on Israeli apartheid by leading human rights
organizations, including Human Rights Watch, al-Haq, and B’Tselem, as well as criticisms
of those reports, students will survey the central issues concerning apartheid in Israel-
Palestine. These issues include legal as opposed to popular conceptions of the crime,
defining the perpetrators and victims of the crime, understanding the relationship
between apartheid framings and settler colonial framings of Israel-Palestine, arguments
over the geographical scope of the crime, and whether Israeli practices in the occupied
territory are committed by the Israeli state or by a distinct regime that is separate from
it. Guest speakers may include representatives of leading Israeli, Palestinian, and
international human rights organizations.

Have you ever smelled someone’s cologne or perfume and
immediately thought about an individual who used to be a part
of your life 10, 20, 30 years ago or longer? Or what about a pot of
chicken soup cooking and filling the house with memories of
grandparents or great-grandparents and their traditions?
Chicken soup, we say, is the Jewish penicillin. It cures those who
are not feeling well. It heals and nourishes the soul, particularly
around the Jewish holidays. Making a big shissel of chicken soup
with matzah balls makes everything better.

With Passover upon us, I cannot help but think of all the
traditions that have been instilled in me. Parents do not
necessarily know what foods, ideas, traditions, or behaviors
children will absorb and eventually make part of their own.
Growing up, if [ am to be honest, I sincerely and thoroughly
disliked Passover. We have a traditional/kosher home, which
meant that all the regular dairy and meat dishes and pots and
pans had to be brought downstairs and the Passover dairy and
meat dishes and pots and pans had to be brought upstairs. The
cleaning, oy! the cleaning, that had to be done. Non-kosher-
for-Passover food had to be removed from the house. The
fridge/oven/microwave/counters/cabinets were all meticulous-
ly cleared and cleaned. My mother used to call it our “Spring
Cleaning”. I just remember the investment of hours upon hours
doing so. Apparently, some people like this process and embrace
the holiday with gusto. Good for you I say...and want to extend
you an offer and invitation to come over to my house to help.

However, in my “ripe old age”, I have now found an appreciation
for what my mother had instilled in me. There is something
wonderful and renewing about cleaning and starting all over. My
father comments every year how he has never seen the fridge or
freezer look so empty (that is until I start cooking for the seders
and viola full fridge all over again.) But once the matzah comes
out, oy!, the amount of crumbs that are everywhere
during the week (hence a “crumby” holiday).

Even funnier in my own mind is how when [ was younger, I felt
the seder took FOREVER!! While I appreciated the importance of
reading the story of our ancestors, I felt like it took us 40 years
just to go through the Haggadah. Then, after the meal, how many
songs did we really need to sing? Fast forward to the wiser and
more mature Karen; I love, love, love the songs at the end. Even
if I have to sing them by myself because everyone else has
departed the table, I will sing them. I will sing them for my
mother. [ will sing my Uncle Lanny’s favorite unique tunes. I will
sing for joy, redemption, traditions, my ancestors...I will sing
with the hope that someday my children may look back with a
fond memory of how they had to suffer through the seder
listening to their mother sing all while they teach our family
tunes to their children and grandchildren.

So as the daffodils and crocuses start to peep through the earth
and the weather starts to warm, [ wish you all a Zissen Pesach!

Karpas Salad

This was named after the spring herbs and bitter greens featured at the
Seder. Hopefully you will have some homegrown bounty to add to this in-
viting salad.

SALAD:
« 6 ounces baby arugula (about 6 loosely packed cups)
o Leaves from 2 bunches flat-leaf parsley (about 4 cups)
o Leaves from 1 bunch cilantro (about 2 cups)
e 1/2 cup chives cut into 1/8-inch lengths
e 3/4 cup dried pitted dates, thinly sliced
e 1/2 cup pine nuts, toasted and cooled
e 11/2 cups pomegranate seeds (about 2 pomegranates)
o Fresh dill sprigs, to garnish

DRESSING:
o 2to3tablespoons fresh lemon juice
o 3 tablespoons extra-virgin olive oil
o Kosher salt and freshly ground black pepper

For the salad: In a salad bowl, combine arugula, parsley, cilantro, and chives.
Add dates and pine nuts and toss. (Cover and chill if needed to serve a bit
later.)

For the dressing: In a small bowl, whisk lemon juice (to taste) and oil. Season
with salt and pepper. Toss salad with dressing. Sprinkle with pomegranate
seeds and dill to garnish, adjust seasoning and serve.

As detailed in an earlier topline report, the research revealed
widespread levels of anti- Jewish sentiment among American
adults. ADL found that a significant proportion of Americans saw
Jews as:

o Clannish outsiders: 70 percent and 53 percent of
Americans said that Jews stick together more than others
and go out of their way to hire other Jews, respectively

o Dually loyal: 39 percent of Americans thought Jews are
more loyal to Israel than to the United States

« Disproportionately powerful: 38 percent of Americans
thought Jews always like to be at the head of things, 26
percent thought Jews have too much power in business,
and 20 percent thought Jews have too much power in the
United States today

On average, Americans agreed with 4.2 of the 14 statements
included in the anti-Jewish question battery. But a fifth of
Americans (20 percent) agreed with 6 or more of the 11 original
statements - the highest level of antisemitic attitudes detected in
decades of asking this same series of questions.

The research also demonstrated that negative sentiments toward
Israel, including anti- Israel sentiments rooted in antisemitic
conspiracy theories, were held by broad swaths of the American
population:

o Almost half (40 percent) of Americans agreed that Israel
treats the Palestinians like the Nazis treated the Jews

o About a quarter (24 percent) of Americans thought that
Israel does not make a positive contribution to the world,
and that Israel and its supporters are a bad influence on
our democracy

« Just under a fifth (18 percent) of Americans said they
were not comfortable spending time with people who
support Israel

Parsley, Sage, and Horseradish?
How to Plant a Spring Garden or Passover Garden Submitted by Miriam Rubin

Starting late April through mid-May, when the weather
begins to warm, if it is not too rainy, it is time to start
planting your garden.

If you're new to gardening, herbs are a super-rewarding
way to begin, even if that’s all you do. Herb plants are
ready to harvest soon after planting; simply snip a few
leaves to add freshness to any dish. You can also proudly
display your home-grown parsley on the Seder plate.

When to begin: If you have an established garden plot or raised beds,
squeeze a handful of soil; it shouldn’t clump or feel overly cold or damp.
Frost should be mostly behind us. In Pittsfield and Boston, average last
frost dates are May 1 to 15, though most of these herbs survive a light frost.

How to start: For an established garden bed, dig up or pull any weeds and
chop compacted soil. Work in about 1 inch of compost. For raised beds, the
soil warms more quickly and you’ll have fewer weed problems. Still, yank
any out, adding soil if needed and compost to aerate compacted soil. For
first-time gardeners or for small yards, an easy solution is to grow herbs in
large containers or pots. Place the container in a sunny spot, layer gravel in
the bottom for drainage, then fill with organic potting soil.

What to plant: Parsley, sage, thyme, and chives are good beginning herbs;
they can take a little cold and a bit of frost. Start with herb plants instead of
seeds. Don’t reach for basil and rosemary just yet. Wait until the weather
warms.

Choose organically-grown plants whenever possible to protect the
butterflies and bees. Plants should be perky and fresh-looking, no wilted
leaves. Avoid those with a mass of roots at the bottom of the pot which
means the plant has been there a while.

Sage, thyme, and chives are perennials, meaning they’ll come back year
after year, with luck, but parsley needs to be replanted each year. It’s a
biennial, meaning it comes back once but it will bolt, or go to seed quickly. I
generally plant flat-leaf Italian parsley; it's the most flavorful.

For chives, [ plant the thin, needle-like chives instead of wider, flat-leafed
garlic chives, which spread and can be tough when raw. The Chinese
kitchen adds garlic chives to stir-fries and dumplings, which are delicious,
but you’d have to grow quite a lot! Regular chives are mainly used to
impart a mild allium accent. Garlic grass, the chive-like plants found in your
lawn or garden, grow like the weeds they are, but they are edible.
Cultivated chives won’t spread and most often, return each year. In late
spring, they sprout charming purple flowers. Trim off the flowers and
stems, and use the flowers for violet-colored chive-flower vinegar. Put
them in a jar with white wine vinegar and brew in a cool, dark spot about 3
weeks. Strain before using.

Sage has multiple varieties, all members of the large genus, Salvia, but
we're talking culinary sage here. Select common sage or the larger
Berggarten sage, both with lovely grey-green soft leaves, to flavor roast
chicken or salmon. Sage develops attractive purple flowers for bees and
other pollinators. Trim them so that the plant continues growing.

Thyme has many varieties also, but for culinary uses, choose French or
English thyme. Add thyme leaves to chicken, lamb, and vegetable dishes.
Lemon thyme is lovely, but it spreads; therefore, put it in its own pot.
