Contest is open to both middle school and high school
students. It is based on Mira’s work with students to teach them
about the Holocaust so that it cannot be
denied. Only by remembering and learning
from it can we prevent it from being repeated.

The contest asks Tennessee students to
create projects that reflect on the lessons of
the Holocaust and how they are relevant to
current events, and to their own lives. The
winner of the high school contest receives a
prize of $750, and the winner of the middle
school contest receives a prize of $500.

A great T-shirt says that in nature, “The weaker the Wi-Fij,
the stronger the connection.” That could be the motto of
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far-reaching Saturday experience. Here are three:

First, Shabbat School prioritizes Shabbat as the center of
Jewish life. This model familiarizes students with Torah through study of each
week’s parashah and provides in-depth knowledge and familiarity with each component of the Shabbat morning
service. By bringing generations all together, Shabbat schools foster a sense of community and connection. Families
“Love coming to shul” and it becomes their “Favorite place to be.”

Second, Sdbado Gigante (“Giant Saturday”) was the longest running television variety series in world television
history (1952-2015), “an eclectic and frenetic mix of various contests, human-interest stories, and live
entertainment.” Sdbado Gigante was hosted by Chilean television star Don Francisco, the stage name of Mario
Kreutzberger, himself a child of German-Jewish refugees. Its diversity of content, tempo, and energies engaged
audiences for nearly seven decades.

Third, Synaplex was a 2007 initiative of STAR (Synagogues: Transformation and Renewal). “The central pillar of
Synaplex is the Shabbat Initiative, a project designed to re-establish the Sabbath as a gathering time for Jews...
reestablishing the synagogue as the center for a Jewish community.” While most Jews think of a synagogue as Beit
Tefilah — a house of prayer, a synagogue is also Beit Midrash — a house of learning, and Beit Knesset — a house of
gathering’... While it is desirable that people become more religious, reinforcing the community is viewed as the
crucial first step. Much of this
community building is accomplished by

‘casting a wider net’ to the diverse
American Jewish population via offering
an array of temple activities. These
include but are not limited to expanded
social events and study groups. Some
alternatives include meditation
workshops and yoga.” According to

STAR Executive Director Rabbi Hayim D ﬂtES tﬂ Nﬂtﬂtﬂ
Herring, Synaplex has been a
phenomenal success in over

100 communities.

President’s Thoughts

This is going to be my last article for Ha’Kol as president. It has been an interesting two years
that have brought unexpected challenges and opportunities. I am grateful to the learning experience
that this position has provided, and I hope that I have managed to make meaningful contributions to
our Heska Amuna community. My thanks go to all the members of the Rabbi & Religious Services
Committee for their support and help during my tenure, and [ am looking forward to sharing my
experience with Rich Adlin when he takes over as Heska Amuna’s president.

This May we will be celebrating Shavuot, which commemorates the giving of the Torah by God to
the Children of Israel at Mount Sinai. It is one of the three pilgrimage festivals. Of these festivals, it is
certainly the least prominent, without the seder and special food prohibitions of Pesach or the suk-
kah and four species of Sukkot. It just arrives after counting the days since Pesach without the need
for special preparations such as are required for Pesach or Sukkot when disposing of chametz or building a sukkah. Historically,
like the other two festivals, it is tied to the agricultural calendar and it marks the harvest of early grains. And like Pesach and Suk-
kot, Shavuot has been given a new religious message.

After we were freed from Egypt at Passover, we journeyed through the desert for seven weeks (now marked by the counting
of the Omer) until we arrived at Mount Sinai, where we were about to receive the Torah. As such, Shavuot forms a unit with
Passover in the emergence of the Jewish people. It was the liberation of the Exodus that made us a people, but it was the
revelation at Mount Sinai that gave meaning to what it is to be Jewish by establishing a code of conduct. The Talmud, in Shavuot
393, imagines that ALL Jews, both by birth and by choice including those yet to be born, stood at Sinai. Thus, let us imagine that
we were present as Moses gave us Torah.

This also connects with the book of Ruth that is read at Shavuot. It is the very powerful story of Ruth, a non-Jewish Moabite,
who joined the Jewish people as she declared to her mother-in-law Naomi, “I will go where you go and your God will be my God.”
While projecting our modern concept of conversion onto this story would be anachronistic, we can see this story as a strong
statement for accepting new members into our community. As Ruth is seen as the great grandmother of King David, this book
points out that new members can generate new opportunities and will secure our future.

As we all received Torah, let us study it with an open mind and it is up to every one of us to choose Torah.

Knoxville Jewish Community Needs to Endow

KJA’s Israel Partnership P2G program

For the last 20 years, Knoxville and a group of southeastern cit-
ies have been linked with Hadeira-Eiron, Israel. It is sort of a sis-
ter-city program, but the exchanges and relationships are much
deeper. Camp Tikkun Olam, the summer exchange program for
15 year-olds, came out of this partnership that was originally
named P2K. Now P2G (Partnership Together), past events in-
cluded educational and medical professional exchanges and even
a firefighter program that involved the City of Knoxville. The
next focus will be on young adult leadership development. It
seems like every year there is a scramble for funding. Luckily, in
2020, donor advised funds of KJCFF stepped up to the plate
quickly to make scholarship commitments only to see Covid-19
halt the effort. But what if we had a permanent fund to make this
idea a concrete reality every year? $25,000-50,000 should be a
good start, but there is no limit in this project area.

This year was particularly moving because
Mira’s family was able to participate, with son
Gene and his wife Caroline reading from a chapter
in Mira’s memoir Echoes From the Holocaust, and
Benno as our featured speaker giving us a very
personal description of growing up as the son of
Holocaust survivors.

We also had the privilege of having folk
singer Chuck Brodsky share his music about the
Holocaust. The candle lighting ceremony and the
candles lit at the programs end gave us hope for
creating a better world.

Learning'Happens in Many Ways at KJDS

It is not at every school in America that you might walk into the building
to find kindergartners scootering through the hallway. When that happened
at KJDS on Monday, no one took notice. Nor is it unusual here for students to
hop on their desks to sing in the mornings, get totally messy at recess or
working on a project, or to have to ask kids to lower their voices simply be-
cause curiosity has made them reach almost a yell. These everyday examples
demonstrate how joy is at the heart of a K]DS education. This feeling of “joy”
comes through our strong sense of community and learning experiences that
are designed for curiosity and exploration. While the staff clearly knows
these values and explicitly plans experiences steeped in joy, community, and
exploration, we wondered if the students could identify K]DS values as well.
