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Rabbi’s Remarks

Bill Watterson’s comic strip “Calvin and Hobbes"
centered around the relationship between a six-
year-old boy, Calvin, and his stuffed-animal tiger,
Hobbes. While Watterson's humor is often childlike
and playful, his words sometimes offered some
profound ideas.

In one such cartoon, Calvin impatiently waits for
his father to begin a family barbecue, but his father
urges him to think of other things while he waits:
“Here we are, it's a beautiful evening. It's nice to
just sit here and look at the trees while we wait for
the coals to get hot, don't you think? Dinner will

be over soon, and afterward we'll be distracted
with other things to do. But now we have a few
minutes to ourselves to enjoy the evening ... It's
good that every now and then we have to wait for
something.”

Unfortunately, Calvin suggests instead that the
family go to a fast-food restaurant. “Yeah, | know,”
his father replies. “You think you're going to be six
all your life.”

Even though the holiday of Hanukkah does not
typically involve barbecues and sitting outside, it
does provide a precious opportunity to soak in
some enjoyable moments.

In the minor Talmudic tractate of Sofrim, the rabbis
tell us that the Hanukkiah - the apparatus that
holds our Hanukkah candles - is one of our most

In a planning session for our upcoming Hanukkah
programs (don't miss them - they will for sure

be grand fun), we spent some enjoyable time
brainstorming many different lessons we could
focus on that Hanukkah affords us - miracles

of course, but also mighty Maccabean heroes

in cool combat garb, real latkes, dreidels with
maybe not real gelt, gathering family menorahs.
(My favorite, Hershel of Ostropol, didn't make the
short list). But Rivka Soloway reminded us of one
of the easiest lessons to overlook at Hanukkah
and one that, in my home growing up, was never

poignant symbols of beauty. They mention a verse
from the Song of Songs, one of the Hebrew Bible's
most beautiful poems, that says: “How fair you
are, how beautiful!” (Song of Songs 7:7). According
to these rabbis, the portion of the verse that says
“How fair” should be attributed to the mezuzah,
the scroll of parchment that we attach to our
doorways. These mezuzot are usually stored in
artistic and attractive cases.

Then, the rabbis tell us that the portion of the
verse that says “how beautiful” refers to the
Hanukkiah - not only because it is important for us
to light the Hanukkah candles, but also to place our
Hanukkiah next to a window, so that those inside
and outside of our homes can witness its beauty.

Many of us enjoy Hanukkah for various reasons,
but perhaps the moment when we light the
candles is the very best. Most Hanukkah candles
burn completely after only a short time - in many
cases, after only thirty minutes. That time span can
allow us the chance to take a deep breath, to watch
the colors of the wax as the candles burn, to watch
children play dreidel or other games. It is a half
hour or so to watch and appreciate the beauty in
our lives, the beauty that can take place by simply
being together.

| hope that all of you will enjoy a Hanukkah in
which beauty can enter your home.

What lighting a candle can mean to how we see
our way in this world - not simply lighting a candle
to represent the days of the holiday or to recall
just how long the miracle lasted.

As Rivka reminded us in our meeting, according to Rabbi
Abraham Isaac Kook, each of us has a special something,
a unique light. It is our responsibility to find this not only
for our own benefit but also for the benefit of all of Heska
Amuna, all of our Knoxville community, all of this whole
wide ole’ world. What better way to rethink, reset, reengage, e S
and rejoice in Hanukkah this year; instead of fighting the + Hanukkah Rap on
darkness, let us find ways to increase the light.

As Rivka also reminded us: Darkness cannot drive out
darkness, only light can do that.

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The Miracle of Hanukkah: A Time for Family,

Hope, and the Spirit of the Maccabees

Hanukkah, the Festival of Lights, is

our cherished holiday that celebrates
resilience, faith, and miracles. Each
year, families we gather to light the
menorah, spin dreidels, and share
stories that connect one generation to
the next. At the heart of Hanukkah lies
the inspiring tale of the Maccabees,
that small band of warriors who
triumphed against overwhelming odds,
reminding us of the power of hope and
perseverance.

The historical roots of Hanukkah trace
back to the second century BCE when
the Maccabees rose up against the
oppressive rule of the Seleucid Empire.
Faced with the threat of cultural erasure,
these brave fighters exemplified the
strength of the human spirit. Their
victory over a formidable army and the
subsequent rededication of the Second
Temple in Jerusalem symbolizes not
just military success, but a profound
commitment to their Jewish faith and
identity.

As we gather to celebrate, the lighting
of the menorah serves as a poignant
reminder of the miracle that occurred
during this time...that small amount
of oil—enough to last just one day.
Yet, miraculously, that oil burned for
eight days, allowing the Temple to be
revitalized. This event encapsulates
the essence of Hanukkah: even in

the darkest times, light can emerge,
illuminating our path forward.

Did you know that spinning the dreidel
isn't just a game? When the Seleucid
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authorities outlawed studying the
Torah, Jews continued their practice of
Bible discussion. They brought along a
dreidel, so that if a Greek saw a group
of Jews around a table, it would look
like an innocent gambling game rather
than illegal Bible study. This, we were
told, was the origin of the connection
between dreidels and Hanukkah.

The dreidel, with its four sides and
Hebrew letters, becomes a symbol of
joy and unity, and sometimes a fierce
competition between friends and family!

Hanukkah also serves as a time

for reflection. It encourages us to
contemplate our own challenges and
the miracles that surround us daily.
The spirit of the Maccabees inspires

us to confront adversity with courage
and determination. Each flicker of the
menorah reminds us that hope is never
lost, even in the face of uncertainty.

As we gather around the table this
year, sharing latkes and sufganiyot, we
honor our heritage and the enduring
message of Hanukkah. This festival

of lights encourages us to keep faith
alive, to embrace the light within us,
and to share that light with others. In
doing so, we embody the true spirit of
Hanukkah—celebrating the miracles
in our lives and the love of family and
friends.

The mission of the Preschool at AJCC states that
our learning center is “guided by Jewish values and
culture” as we also “embrace all faiths”.

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Gandel Rehabilitation Center: An Update

Below are excerpts from a speech by Dr. Ruth Elimelech, the head of psychological services at Hadassah Medical
Center's Gandel Rehabilitation Center in Israel, reported by hadassah.org.

Since Oct. 7, the Center sees different patients with gunshots, shrapnel, amputations, and burns. It's a younger population
of soldiers and civilians. The goal of rehab is to give patients a return to meaningful lives where they can function across
everyday activities. Psychology plays an important step in making that return. The psychological aspect of treatment has
become even more important in preventing lasting damage.

She added, “We aim to prevent chronic psychological illness like post-traumatic stress disorders, anxiety disorders
or depression... Having the intervention close in time to the traumatic incidents is a great opportunity to work on it
effectively”.

Therapy there addresses all the dimensions of time so they process the past events, in a trauma-focused method, and
whatever they went through since they were injured which has been really challenging. As traumatic memories begin to
resurface they deal with feelings of survivor’s guilt, damaged self-image, losses of lives, and more. They also help them to
plan their futures.

Elimelech is the mother of a soldier who has spent over six months fighting in Gaza; that aspect of her life has crossed
over into her professional work and helped build a real partnership with patients and personal. She treats each patient as
if they were her son. Hadassah has given staff weekly meetings with a trauma professional to provide them with support
as well.

She wants the American Jewish community to know what Hadassah hospitals are handling and what challenges staff and
Israelis are going through. She also wants us to know that at Hadassah “we're doing the best therapy in all the domains
that can give our heroes - our soldiers - the best”.

Rabbi’s Corner

The once-in-many-years overlap this December
of Hanukkah and Christmas has inspired some
giggles. On the other hand, though it happens
every year, we don't particularly pay attention
to the overlap of Hannukah and reading of “the
Joseph Cycle.”

The main elements of the story of Joseph span
three Torah portions: Vayeshev, Miketz, and
Vayigash. It's a feature of the intersection of the
Torah reading cycle and the holiday calendar that
one of these parshayot always coincides with
Hanukkah.

Joseph is an interesting figure. There are many
lenses through which to consider him as a
character. One way to view Joseph is through
the lens of assimilation, and one way to view
Hanukkah is through that same lens.

When we think about Hanukkah, we typically think
about the cruse of oil that somehow lasted for
eight nights, or the fight of the brave Maccabees.
But beyond the miracle of the oil, beyond the
fight for religious freedom, there is another story
entirely. Based on the Books of Maccabees and
Josephus' historical writings another picture
emerges - one of internal strife in the early Jewish
community.

Each Jew had to figure out how to relate to the
dominant civilization of the time, the Greek culture,
which was supported by the Seleucid rulers of the
time. Different Israelites making different choices
became a source of internecine conflict and even
bloodshed.

Most Israelites were Hellenized to some degree.
Some maintained their Jewish religious ways while
still valuing and participating in the high Greek
culture and its art, science, philosophy, literature,
drama. They spoke Greek and took Greek names.
Other Israelites completely assimilated into Greek
culture, entirely parting ways with Jewish religious
practice - even to the point of having surgery to
undo their circumcisions.

And still other Israelites completely resisted
Hellenization. One of these, the priest Mattathias
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whose family led the insurrection, began the
Maccabee War by killing a fellow Jew. In 167

BCE, when told by a Seleucid Greek government
representative under King Antiochus IV to offer

a sacrifice to a Greek god, Mattathias refused to
do so and responded violently. Before killing that
Seleucid officer, Mattathias slew a fellow Jew who
had stepped forward to comply.

A simplified spin on the Hanukkah story presents it
as the struggle of the brave Maccabees to defend
Jewish religious freedom. To be fair, the rule of
Antiochus IV Epiphanes truly repressed Jewish
ritual practice, banning such quintessentially
Jewish practices as observing Shabbat and
circumcising sons. Previous to the reign of that
particular Seleucid, however, the situation was
more complex.

For most of the Hellenistic period, Israel functioned
as a culturally Greek state with freedom to
practice its own religion. This freedom of religion
was granted by Alexander the Great and his
successors throughout the countries Alexander
had conquered. However, there was a Jewish
faction that saw any adoption of Greek education
and culture as anti-Jewish, seeing our strength as
residing in our distinctiveness. Anti-Hellenistic Jews
often limited their co-religionists’ choices, dictating
strict cultural and ritual standards and punishing
any intransigence.

Studying the Seleucid Era reveals the range of
Jewish approaches to reckoning with the dominant
culture. The parashayot of the Joseph Cycle,
reflecting life about 2,000 years earlier, depicts
Joseph as a clear example of assimilation. Joseph is
much more Egyptian than Israelite. He speaks the
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Egyptian language, takes an Egyptian name, marries an
Egyptian woman, wears Egyptian clothes, and follows
the Egyptian burial practice of embalming.

The question “to what degree do we assimilate into
majority culture, and to what degree do we maintain
our distinctiveness” is a timeless one. In the mid-
twentieth century, as Jews became widely accepted
into North American society, this acceptance worked
hand in hand with the impulse to blend in. Many non-
Orthodox Jews were ready to drop customs and ways
that had set them apart from the dominant culture.

They felt no need to maintain distinctiveness in dress,
food ways, names, choice of neighborhood they lived
in, or where they sent their children to school. At the
same time, Jews looked to maintain distinct religious
institutions and practices. They aimed to be different
enough to maintain their unique culture and sense of
self, while similar enough to blend in and be accepted
by the majority Christian society. The elevation of
Hanukkah due to its temporal proximity to Christmas
and the concomitant de-emphasis of major Jewish
holidays like Sukkot and Shavuot are examples of
American Jews trying for a balance of those competing
impulses. Sharp increases in antisemitism in America
over the past 20 years - and especially since October
7, 2023 - have left some American Jews wondering

if we have gotten the balance right. Others wonder
whether assimilation - to any degree - can protect us.
It certainly did not help the mostly very assimilated
Jewish community in 1930s Germany.

So here are some questions to consider at this time, as
we approach celebrating Hanukkah at the same time
our neighbors are celebrating Christmas:

How much distinctiveness should Jews maintain in a
society and culture like ours that offers unprecedented
opportunity and freedom?

How much distinctiveness can we maintain without
putting our acceptance in jeopardy?

How much distinctiveness can we give up without
losing our sense of self and of our heritage?

How can we instill in our children a pride in our
heritage and our distinctiveness both as Americans
and as Jews?

Some predict we will disappear if we blend too much
and drop our distinctiveness, yet it is interesting to
note that Joseph’s ability to assimilate is ultimately
what enabled the Israelites to survive the famine.

Without his assimilation they would have starved.
Through Jewish history, it seems to me that the ability
to adapt to different circumstances ensured survival.
The dispersion of the Jewish people into a worldwide
Diaspora is largely what allowed us to continue as

a People, and in many times and places to grow a
thriving community. The different cultures we were
exposed to and inwardly acculturated helped us to
develop an abundance of Jewish contributions to
literature, art, government, and so much more. And in
times of oppression and attempted genocide, Diaspora
ensured that some Jewish communities survived. After
the Holocaust, for example, suddenly the American
Jewish community was the largest in the world.

It's true that we blend and adapt, but | am also aware
of a great resurgence in valuing Jewish distinctiveness
in American culture. Practices that were considered
too “Old World” a couple of generations ago have
come back, often with a modern twist. The Tu BiSh'vat
seder - originally an invention of 16th century Lurianic
Kabbalah - is now practiced in Jewish settings all over
the U.S., often with an ecological conservation message
in addition to the mystical one the Kabbalists infused it
with. Tikkun Leyl Shavuot - study on Erev Shavuot -- is
practiced in many progressive Jewish congregations,
with a broadening both of the study topics and the
range of participants, as compared to generations ago.
Young Jews of all genders are forming or participating
in independent minyanim, chavurot, and synagogues -
including many who grew up without Jewish practice or
education. Yiddish, prayer wear, the wearing of Jewish
symbols, the reclaiming of Jewish names - these are all
making a comeback in certain circles.

That said, the striking increase in antisemitism in the
U.S. has left many American Jews frightened. Practices
of a more cautious era, like covering up a kippah with a
baseball cap or putting a Magen David necklace under
one’s shirt in public are coming back, too. Many of us
feel we need to balance our pride in our identity and
our distinctiveness with guardedness about who knows
that we are Jewish.

So where does this situate us this Hanukkah? Are we
celebrating religious freedom, distinctive identity, or
the ability to be included in larger society while still
being ourselves? Why not celebrate all three? Let's
strive to maintain and develop our Jewishness and our
pride in our history and tradition while continuing to
forge a safe place for Jews in our pluralistic democracy.
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Sukkot is a time for coming together and a time of joy. We
enjoyed Kiddush Lunches, Wine Tasting, and Family Education with
crafts. We saw the beginning of the changing of the seasons and
offered hospitality to our friends and family in 2024, against a
backdrop of pain. It is called resilience.

The Way We Were in 1965 or 1966

Heska Amuna Community Seder

Heska Amuna Synagogue dedicated its new
building on Kingston Pike in December,
1960, but had no sanctuary until the Spring
of 1969. This scene from a community
Seder, most likely in 1965 or 1966, shows
many of the participants, with the Ark off to
the side and a memorial plaque behind the
head table.

Today's community members have identified
several people at the Seder. In front are
Julius Gruenberg, Isadore Schwarzbart,

and Mary Linda Schwarzbart. At the table
behind them are Steven Shersky, possibly
Anne Wolf with Max Wolf facing her, the
next couple less certain though some think
that's either Harold Shersky or his father
Robert with Harold's wife Addie possibly
facing him. At the table across from Steven
Shersky's table are Harvey and Marilyn
Liberman. Across from Harvey is David Liberman; next to him most likely is his wife Lillian. Behind the Shersky
table is Barbara Corkland (profile visible). The table across from hers includes Isadore Rosenblatt and Mary
Corkland. Across from Isadore, partly obscured by Harvey's head, may be Jake Corkland. Standing behind
Isadore is Max Weinstein. Behind Mary Corkland is Sanford Weinstein. The man with glasses and dark hair
whose profile is partially seen between Sanford and the server might be David Weinstein or Barry Wolf. Behind
the server on the far right in a dark suit might be Brenda Krauss. To the right of the server's elbow is either Gert
Cohen or Sarah Robinson. The head table has Rabbi Max Zucker, the cantor to his left, and Michael Burnett to
his right.
