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From the Rabbi’s Desk
Can You Lie to God?

At Beit T’Shuvah, a rehab in Los Angeles, we began work with addicts by asking simply, “What
are the lies you tell yourself?” I often thought, “How would I possibly know that?”! Surely, we all lie;
even more that we realize or admit. In The Little Drummer Girl, John LeCarre describes Kurtz, an
Israeli spymaster, as someone who “wheeled and dealed and lied even in his prayers.”

My question is, can we lie to God? The Machzor, our high holiday prayer book, says emphatically
no, because “You [God] know the secrets of the world.” Which is surely to say that even if you can lie
to yourself, it’s just a kind of fooling yourself, and you can’t fool God. And frankly, unless you’re a
sociopath, most of us aren’t even very good at fooling others. Here, too, the Talmud teaches that our body and soul will rebel against any
pale veneer of false self-presentation, and ultimately, we will all be called to account. The first question we’ll be asked in judgment is
whether we dealt honestly with others. Did you?

If it is not permissible to lie, then is it permissible to hide? Not lie, per se, but remain concealed. Whether by shyness, shame, or
oversight, is it alright to omit the things we’d rather not share? Yes, our tradition teaches that privacy is a prerogative, and you may hide,
or at least remain safely out of light. It’s even prohibited to force someone to reveal themselves, and no less a figure that Rabbi Akiva
was taken to task for calling another out. So, it’s Ok if you aren’t ever ready to share your worries; you can remain private, and that is
fine. The 27" Psalm teaches that God will conceal and hide us in times of trouble. In fact, the midrash suggests even God has moments
of private emotion, where God weeps in secret.

Unfortunately, here’s the rub: hiding doesn’t work. In this, I am inspired by my colleague Rabbi Gil Steinlauf, the dynamic leader of
Adas Israel congregation in Washington, D.C. Shortly after the High Holidays, Rabbi Steinlauf made a momentous announcement to his
community. “I am writing to share with you that after 20 years of marriage,” he began, “my wife Batya and I have decided to divorce.”
In itself, this is a tremendous and challenging admission for a pastor, when so much rides upon religious leaders’ “family values” that
many delay or defer divorce for fear of professional consequences. Then, Rabbi Steinlauf bravely continued, “We have arrived at this
heartbreaking decision because I have come to understand that I am gay.” Wow. Rabbi Steinlauf, whom I had only met briefly through a
fellowship, became alive to me as never before with his courage, warmth, and authenticity. He was determined to live a true life, with
newfound clarity and without hiding. Candidly, Rabbi Steinlauf’s candor is far from common. Too few follow Maimonides’ halakhah
that “One’s inside should be like one’s outside.”

Admittedly, it is not easy, but it is vital. Living a life without integrity and authenticity is possible, but it does not ennoble the world
around us. Although our tradition permits us to hide if not lie, it also advocates for revealing one’s spirit, self, and greatness. Says Rabbi
Kook, Palestine’s first chief rabbi, “Everyone must know and understand that within them burns a candle and no one’s candle is identical
with the candle of another and there is no human being without a candle. So everyone must know and understand that one is obligated to
work hard to reveal the light of one’s candle in the public realm for the benefit of the many. One needs to ignite one’s candle and make
of it a great torch to enlighten the whole world.”

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Chanukah and Legacies of Different Kinds

I expect that most of us would agree with the sentiment that Chanukah is a joyful holiday that typically brings back warm memories
of when we were kids, with visions of how we celebrated with our parents and siblings, or extended family members, or just friends. It is
also a holiday that typically has similar present day memories that we associate with our own children or grandchildren. There are
probably more than a few memories of special latke recipes, serious and gag gifts that were given or exchanged, singing the blessings
together (whether on or off-key), and, of course, lighting the menorah. Many of us have one or multiple menorahs that we treasure, either
because they were made at an early age by our own hands or some child in the family, or because they have been passed down from
generation to generation. To say that Chanukah is a treasure trove of memories, a legacy of family experiences, probably would not be
overstating things at all.

Besides the joy of the holiday later this month, there is another kind of legacy that our congregation will be celebrating on December
6. We will have Shabbat services - what you have heard described elsewhere as our Legacy Shabbat - and a special Kiddush to honor
those families and individuals who have been members of our congregation for 25 years or more. Believe it or not, roughly 40 percent -
yes, I said 40 percent - of our 205 membership units (both individuals and families, which is why I use the term “units”) have been
members for that length of time, or longer. This translates to about 80 individuals/families. For any congregation, but especially one of
our size, such longevity of membership and involvement is simply amazing.

The people who make up that 40 percent are our past, our present, and our future. The legacy they have created is certainly their past
accomplishments and the community they worked to build and nurture, but it is also so much more. Their legacy is who we are today. It
is the values, lessons, traditions, and interconnectedness that they have transmitted to their children and grandchildren, and to the friends
they have influenced. Thus, their legacy is as much about the future of our congregation as it is about the future of the individuals and
families. Our legacy members are our congregation’s living legacy, the past and present that nurtures our future.

There is another type of legacy that you will be hearing more about in the coming weeks and months. We are embarking on a
program to invite as many members as possible to create a legacy gift to Heska Amuna in any amount in their Last Will and Testament.
Part of this program will involve the creation of a book, where those who choose to give some financial gift (again, of no predetermined
amount - whatever the giver feels is appropriate) will also be able to leave a permanent message to the family, or create a brief family
history. These items will be collected and bound in a custom designed book that will be available for generations of future congregants
and family members to read.

As you have no doubt determined by now, the legacy of Chanukah, with all of its family connections and history, as well as its
vision of the future, is a perfect backdrop and stage for our Legacy Shabbat and the legacy endowment program. We are extremely
fortunate to have so many wonderful legacy events to celebrate this month, and to use these events and programs as a foundation and
springboard for our future.

To all our legacy members, thank you for being there for us always. We trust you will enjoy the Shabbat services and Kiddush, and
kvell and “shep naches” with your family and friends. For those who are interested in our legacy endowment program, we will make all
of the details available to you to explain how you can be involved, and what kind of legacy you can leave for your children and
grandchildren. For everyone who will be celebrating Chanukah, the Board, Staff, and I, as well as our families, wish you a Chag
Sameach - Happy Chanukah.

Every day we perform mitzvot without even thinking about it. Sometimes a mitzvah is something you do individually and sometimes
it is a family affair. We are all blessed with shelter, clothing, good health, food and family members who care about us. During our
celebration of Chanukah, we need to reflect each night think about how we can perform a different mitzvah for each of the eight nights of
Chanukah. I would like to offer the following for the eight nights:

The First Candle

Fulfill the Mitzvah of MAZON - feeding the hungry. Light one candle for the Jews who tonight have
no place to light candles. After the candle is lit, put aside a box or can of food and bring it to
Religious School so we can donate it to a local food pantry.
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The Second Candle

Tonight, work towards KLAL YISRAEL, unity of the Jewish people. Light two candles for two
family members who cannot light candles with you tonight. After the candles are lit, go and call or N
write a Chanukah card to two family members. Be sure to remember any grandparents!

The Third Candle

Fulfill the Mitzvah of PIDYON SHIVUYIM - redeeming captives. Tonight as you light three candles, look at the world around you and
imagine those who couldn’t even light one Chanukah candle. Write a letter to your senator or congressperson on behalf of one oppressed
group of people (for example, Jews in Iran, women in Afghanistan).

The Fourth Candle

Fulfill the Mitzvah of BIKUR CHOLIM - visiting the sick. Light four candles and remember those who haven’t received even one
present on this holiday of Chanukah. Take some of your OWN money and purchase a small Chanukah gift for a child. Bring it to a
nearby hospital pediatric ward.

The Fifth Candle

Fulfill the Mitzvah of HACHNASAT ORCHIM - welcoming guests, and brighten up someone’s day. Tonight, treat your parents as
guests. Light five candles for the five days of the week (at least) that many of your parents work so hard. Help your parent prepare dinner
tonight and then clean up the kitchen after the meal.

The Sixth Candle

Tonight, focus on the Mitzvah of KEDUSHAH — the capacity to focus our attention and recognize the “specialness” of things. Take one
thing that you do every day (for example, brushing your teeth, getting dressed) and write a blessing to recognize the “specialness” of this
activity.

The Seventh Candle

Fulfill the Mitzvah of SHALOM BAYIT — household harmony. After you light seven candles, list seven things that you, as an individual,
can do to help your family members. Have a family conference and, after you promise to try out your list, discuss exchanging a gift for
this holiday that would enhance the whole family.

The Eighth Candle
Light eight candles and smile! Tonight, with the Chanukiah fully ablaze, work towards TIKKUN OLAM —
REPAIRING THE WORLD. Complete one activity that might eliminate the darkness of someone else’s life.

On the fifth night:
The fifth light is the light of Israel. We thank God for the Jewish State, for her music, dance, and poetry which we enjoy; for the pride
of her people, for the Hebrew language which lives, and for Eretz Yisrael — where all Jews know freedom.

On the sixth night:
The sixth light is the light of the Jewish people, wherever they may be. We are tied to them by strong bonds — of faith and history, of
language and tradition, of ideals and hope. We are am echad, one people. Am Yisrael Chai — the Jewish People Lives!

On the seventh night:
The seventh light is the calm light of patience. Little worthwhile can be achieved in haste. The spreading tree and the human soul grow
slowly to perfection. King David said, “Trust in God, wait patiently for the Eternal.”

On the eighth night:
The eighth light is the light of Shalom — of peace. Let there be peace among the members of our family and between us and our friends.
Let us respect the stranger and work for peace in our community and in all the world.

May the messages of Chanukah continue to inspire each of us and our entire world.

What About the Women?

Sometimes, when placed in the proper context, certain events transpire to help you
form a bigger picture of what's going on. The trick is always to piece these bits of
information together before the moment slips away. October was that kind of month for
me. There were several things that occurred that made me think about the role of women
in philanthropy locally and nationwide.

During October, there is Breast Cancer Awareness Month. This nationwide event was
founded in memory of Susan Komen, by her sister, Nancy Brinker--two Jewish women
originally from Peoria, Illinois. I also read a book recommended to me by friend,

Stephen Nagler, entitled, The Ladies Auxiliary by Tova Mirvis. Mirvis, a Memphis
native, tells the story of how a group of women deal with change in the Orthodox
community in Memphis. The book is told entirely from the women's perspective. It was
a very good read, which I would recommend. The final event that fits into the theme was
found in the Knoxville News Sentinel’s Life section on October 26, 2014. There was an
article in the society column that talked about this year's opening event of the Women's
Fund of East Tennessee. The group, founded only a few years ago, by and exclusively for
women, has a simple mission: “to transform the lives of low income girls and women in F
East Tennessee." While I read over the long list of attendees, I did not see a Jewish name “n e
among them (I am unaware if the group has Jewish members or not).

I am well aware the important role Jewish women have had in philanthropy here in Knoxville. Knoxville has active Hadassah and
Sisterhood chapters that have long helped to shape and impact our community. Women have also helped to fund raise in a myriad of
other ways through past events like Women's Division for the Campaign and the Heska Amuna Bazaar. However, to the best of my
knowledge, there is no specific fund in the Jewish community devoted solely to women's issues. I believe it is high time such a fund, or
funds, be created. Women have a certain perspective and certain sensibilities all their own. What better way to celebrate these differences
than creating a KJCFF fund. I challenge the women of this community to put their creative minds and resources together and establish
such a fund. As always, the KJCFF is here to offer resources and guidance. So by this time next year, I hope to be reading about the kick-
off event for the Jewish Woman's Fund of East Tennessee.

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Jewish. Done Joyfully!

Living in a democracy we get to make many choices as we recently got to vote on government positions as well as many issues that
are dear to our hearts. So the elections are finally over. No more approved ads bashing each other. No more signs in our lawns. And the
winners are... well that depends on whom you ask, some are happy and some are disappointed. Some are motivated and some are
frustrated. Some feel they won and some feel they lost....

About 3,327 years ago we made a choice as well. At that time we all won. It was a unanimous decision. That choice didn’t involve
any debates, there weren’t any ads, and there weren’t promises made. Just one promise “if you obey Me and obey My covenant, you shall
be to Me a treasure out of all peoples.. And you shall be to Me a kingdom of princes and a holy nation.”

After political elections we keep hearing about the good job or bad job the elected officials are doing, he or she were elected to work
on behalf of the people and the people judge their success or failure based on what is being done for the people.

In contrast to current day elections our choice 3,327 years ago was made by saying WE will do and WE will listen. It’s not about
what we get it’s about what we give.

Reb Zalman Senders a wealthy chassid of Rabbi Schneur Zalman, the first Chabad Rebbe was able to marry off his children and
establish them in business. A generous man by nature, when the responsibilities of his immediate family became less pressing, he
committed himself to pay for the weddings and dowries of his relatives ‘children.

Suddenly, however, his business affairs took a sharp turn for the worse, he found himself in debt and unable to meet his
commitments. He hurried to Liozna to receive advice and blessings from the Alter Rebbe. At his yechidus [private audience], he poured
out his heart to the Rebbe, saying that he was prepared to remain impoverished himself, but he needed to pay his debts and honor the
commitments that he had made to his relatives.

The Alter Rebbe responded: “You are speaking about what you need. But you have not given a thought to what you are needed for.”
Reb Zalman Senders fainted and the Alter Rebbe’s attendant had to help him out of the Rebbe’s room. When he came to, he began to
devote himself to prayer and study, without thinking of his business concerns.

After Reb Zalman Senders had conducted himself in this fashion for some time, the Alter Rebbe sent for him. Standing before the
Rebbe, the vision of his previous yechidus came to mind, and he could barely muster the strength to look the Rebbe in the face. This
time, however, the Alter Rebbe spoke to him gently: “Now you appreciate G-d’s truth.... You can return home...; may G-d grant you
success.”

Reb Zalman Senders made his way home and discovered that the gloomy picture he had seen previously could be corrected. A few
favorable business moves in the right direction gave him the opportunity to right his financial situation.

The Alter Rebbe gave people a sense of mission, enabling them to see what they were needed for. Commitment to a purpose beyond
self-empowered them to redefine their sense of self and live fuller and more complete lives. Simultaneously this awareness helped them
refine their own character traits.

We can live our whole life thinking about what we need and deserve and forget about our responsibilities, forget about what we are
needed for, and forget about our contribution to ourselves, our family our country etc.

Let’s all take a few moments and think about what we can contribute to our families, friends and community. When giving to others
we find purpose, meaning and fulfillment in our lives.

As President John F. Kennedy said “And so, my fellow Americans: ask not what your country can do for you — ask what you can
do for your country.”

daughter Judy’s help with the gathering of old letters, photographs, diaries, and newspapers, Daniel
James Brown creates a brilliant telling of nine college boys from Washington who took home the gold
in the 1936 Berlin Olympics. This amazing true story chronicles the life of Joe Rantz and his friends
during the early years of the Great Depression, following sons of loggers, farmers, fishermen and merchants in a struggling area as they
overcome first their greatest rival on the west coast, then the ivy league elites on the east coast, and finally the favored British crew as
well as Hitler’s crew in the Berlin Olympics.
“I shook Joe’s hand again and told him I would like to come back and talk to him some more, and that 1'd like to write a book
about his rowing days. Joe grasped by hand again and said he’d like that, but then his voice broke once more and he admonished
me gently, ‘But not just about me. It has to be about the boat.’”

Art In Everything We Do!

Art is in everywhere. Sometimes as adults we do not see the art in everything we
do, but for art teacher Annie Clark, it is her life’s work. KJDS set a goal to ensure
what was studied in the art room was relevant to the classroom. We knew a dynamic
teacher would be able to make these links. What we have seen is the amazing cross
curriculum connections. Annie explains some of her projects in the second and third
grade class as we move past the first quarter of the school year.

First we worked on a compassion project, tracing our hands, cutting out the shape
and writing a word inside that fit within compassion. Some students wrote
“Compassion” or “Thank You” or “I love you.” This project incorporated pattern,
color, line and unity. This project is a school- wide effort to cultivate a culture of
compassion for all who enter KJDS.

We then started work on a cityscape, which connected to the 2-3 students’
geography unit. Instead of creating landscapes, students painted a cityscape with
watercolors and added sample paint chips as the building to create a mixed media
collage project. Some students cut up the paint chips into trees, some students drew on
them for buildings, lots of creativity in this project.

After that we began working on a fun project incorporating some of our State
Symbols to work with the local Geography unit they are studying in class. We talked
about some of the state symbols, trees and flowers in particular. We drew the trunk of
the tree and then using old soda bottles created a print that looked like blossoms/

flowers on the trees. This incorporated pattern, color, rhythm, and contrast.

Next we continued talking about local geography, this time moving onto insects,
focusing on the butterfly. We created our own butterfly by mixing paint on one side of
the paper and then folding it over to create the same pattern on the other side. After that

we cut out shapes with construction paper and added it on top to create our own local
bugs/butterflies. This incorporated symmetry, color theory, pattern, shape, texture,
and form.

Currently we are finishing up a small project still working on the local geography
and state symbols, with lightning bugs. All students were given a print out of a jar and
started by painting in yellow for the Lightning bugs/fireflies (a state insect) the next
step was to draw the legs of the bugs and create the environment for the jar, where is

it sitting, a table, outside,
outer space, etc. This is a
mixed media project of paint,
pencils and markers. It
incorporates, pattern, color,
rhythm, unity.

We will be sharing more
of Annie’s projects that keep
art alive at KJDS.

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A is for Apple

During September our kindergarten and first
grade classroom went head over heels for apples!
We kicked off our unit by visiting the Fruit and
Berry Patch in Halls. While there, we learned about
apple graphing, picked apples in the orchard, and
went on a wagon ride. In science, we studied the
parts of an apple, the apple life cycle, and the
seasons of an apple tree. We also completed several
apple experiments! First we predicted and
graphed whether or not an apple and seeds
would float. The next experiment had our
room exploding with excitement! We used
hollowed apples, vinegar and baking soda to
make apple volcanoes.

Our next experiment involved using the
scientific method. After hollowing out the
apples for our apple volcanoes, we noticed
that the cut-up apples turned brown very
quickly. We then began to wonder: What can
you put on an apple slice to keep it from
turning brown? We setup an experiment with
different variables — water, milk, lemon, and
soda. We made a hypothesis as to which
liquid would keep the apples from turning
brown so quickly. We discovered lemon juice
works best! We had leftover apples so we
made apple boats. I challenged the students to
use the engineering process to get apples to
float with a toothpick and a sticker sail
attached. We discovered that using lighter
stickers worked best.

Last we headed outside to test how tough an
apple’s skin is. Turns out, it’s pretty tough!
Tough enough to withstand 11 drops to the
concrete! During reading we
read Johnny Appleseed, a tall
tale by Steven Kellogg. First
graders worked on finding the
story’s main idea and detail.
Kindergarteners read Apples A
to Z and recalled apple facts.

Apple activities extended
into math as well! We did a
great number pattern activity
with the Dr. Seuss book 7en
Apples Up on Top. All of our
math centers were apple
themed! We measured with
apple counters, sorted odd and
even apples, apple addition,
and much more!! To wrap up
our unit, the students made
beautiful stained glass apples
in art class with Ms. Annie
Clark.
