Established in 1974 and named in memory of former Jewish Federation of Madison president Alex Temkin, this award 

goes to a recipient with a long and committed record of service to the Jewish Federation of Madison, stretching over 

many years, serving as chair of several major committees, involvement as an officer and Board member, and involvement 

in leadership positions in the campaign. The recipient should have demonstrated outstanding service in special, 

innovative or emergency programs. The recipient should be generally respected and recognized as a community leader.
