One definition I looked up said “a feel-
ing of fellowship with others, as a result 
of sharing common attitudes, interests, 
and goals.”

Blackbaud 
partnered with Jewish Federations to 
create the customer relations manager 
and we expect to be operable by March 
of 2018. However, due to the age of 
our current database, the engineers 
involved in converting our data are 
struggling to understand the program. 
I cannot help but make the connection 
to one of my favorite movies,” Space 
Cowboys,” where old geezer astro-
nauts jump back into action to solve 
a problem in space stemming from 
the Russian’s pirating of 1960’s NASA 
technology.

When completed, our new database 
will be integral to our ability to under-
stand our community and strengthen 
our connections. This will only be so  
if we verify the information we  
currently have and expand upon it. To  
accomplish this, we will be reaching 
out to those known to us to ask that 
personal information be updated 
through an online or paper form. We 
are asking for help in alerting those 
who may not currently receive Shalom 
New Haven or other Jewish community 
events information to connect to us 
and with us. 

With the support of better information, 
we will continue to focus on building 
the community of the first definition—
those who feel a part of something 
special derived by our shared Jewish 
values, history and hope for the future.

“Life is like riding a bicycle. To keep your 
balance, you must keep moving.” 

               -Albert Einstein in a letter to his son Eduard, 1930

June 2017 marks two-hundred years since Karl Drais invented the two-wheeler 
principle of today’s bicycle. Almost 125 years later, this invention has saved many 
Jewish lives. Before the war, Gino Bartali had won the 1938 Tour de France and 
the Giro d’Italia in 1936 and ‘37, making him one of the country’s biggest stars. 
During World War II, the champion cyclist helped rescue Jews in his native Italy 
by hiding forged documents and papers in the tubes and seat of his bike. If you 
want to know more about this story, watch “My Italian Secret: The Forgotten He-
roes.” This 2014 documentary film, directed and written by Oren Jacoby, tells the 
story of the rescue of thousands of Italian Jews during World War II by ordinary 
and prominent Italians, including Gino Bartali.
May 9 marks the most popular holiday for the people of the former Soviet Union 
— Victory Day over Nazi Germany. In the former Soviet Union, one could hardly 
find a family who had not lost one or more of its members during World War II. 
More than 500,000 Jewish people were fighting against Nazi Germany in the 
ranks of the Red Army, and more than 200,000 of them lost their lives in the ef-
fort. That is why, if asked which event of that generation was the most important, 
the answer would be Victory Day.
Our Russian–speaking community participates in celebrating Victory Day, Memo-
rial Day and Lag B’Omer in May, Shavuot in June, and Independence Day in July. 
Thanks to local organizations, rabbis and volunteers, seniors and low income 
families can obtain free transportation, food and services

Велосипеду 200 лет.
“Жизнь — как вождение велосипеда. Чтобы сохранить равновесие, ты должен 
двигаться.”-Альберт Эйнштейн в письме к своему сыну Эдуарду, 1930 год.
В июне 2017 года мы отметили двести лет с тех пор, как Карл Дрейс изобрел 
принцип сегодняшнего велосипеда. Почти 125 лет спустя это изобретение 
спасло много еврейских жизней. Итальянец Джино Бартоли был долгожителем 
в велоспорте, он выступал с 1935 по 1954 год. На его счету две победы в Тур де 
Франс и три на Джиро д’Италия. Удивительна его помощь в спасении евреев в годы 
фашистского режима Муссолини. В Италии в те годы была создана организация 
по спасению еврейского населения, препятствующая отправке его в концлагеря. 
В массовом порядке для итальянских евреев изготавливались фальшивые 
документы, чтобы они смогли выехать из страны. Джино Бартоли взялся доставлять 
эти документы к месту назначения, причём оригинальным способом. К тому 
времени он уже был кумиром итальянского общества и ему ничего не мешало 
под видом тренировок разъезжать по различным областям Италии и перевозить 
фальшивые документы, пряча их в раме своего велосипеда. 
При его авторитете никто даже не мог заподозрить, чем он занимается. Эти 
сведения о Джино Бартоли долго подвергались сомнениям, пока в 2003 году, 
уже после его смерти один из его сыновей не нашёл старый дневник отца, где 
подробно было описано как работает подпольная организация по спасению 
евреев, маршруты его поездок по доставке документов и другие факты, 
подтверждающие его участие в этом деле. Благодаря велосипеду Джино Бартоли 
около 800 евреев избежали отправки в концлагеря.
Если вы хотите узнать больше об этой истории, посмотрите «Мой итальянский 
секрет: забытые герои». В этом документальном фильме 2014 года, созданном 
Ореном Якоби, рассказывается история спасения тысяч итальянских евреев во 
время Второй мировой войны итальянцами, в том числе и Джино Бартали.
 9 мая - самый важный праздник для выходцев из бывшего Советского Союза - 
День Победы над фашистской Германией. В бывшем Советском Союзе вряд ли 
можно найти семью, которая не потеряла одного или нескольких своих членов 
во время Второй мировой войны. Более пятисот тысяч евреев сражались против 
нацистской Германии в рядах Красной Армии, и более 200 000 из них погибли. Вот 
почему, если спросить, какое событие в 20 веке было самым

Federation has a long history of responding to disasters around the world, no 
matter how near or how far. The devastating flooding in Sri Lanka, which hap-
pened in the end of May, was no different. Our overseas partner JDC (Jewish 
Joint Distribution) immediately sprung into action as they received reports of 
the event. 
Hundreds killed, thousands displaced in worst torrential rains 
since 2004. 
The American Jewish Joint Distribution is providing emergency aid to victims of 
the devastating flooding and mudslides that killed hundreds of people, displac-
ing hundreds of thousands more in Sri Lanka.

This is the worst natural disaster to hit the island nation since the 2004 Indian 
Ocean earthquake and tsunami. The JDC is already familiar with the region, 
having then established a disaster-management unit together with Sarvodaya, 
a local Buddhist-inspired humanitarian organization. The Sarvodaya–JDC 
disaster-management unit is made up of a fully equipped, trained team of first 
responders and was created to provide quick and efficient responses to crises 
in a country regularly hit by natural disasters.

The organizations have since responded to dozens of disasters in Sri Lanka 
and this flood that impacted more than 700,000 people was no different. The 
team deployed a first-responder unit to provide food, water and other emer-
gency aid in Sri Lanka’s five hardest- hit districts, including Galle and Kalutara 
on the coast.

“We mourn the loss of life in Sri Lanka and are working to ensure that desper-
ately needed assistance is delivered to survivors who have lost so much in this 
disaster,” JDC CEO David M. Schizer said.“We honor our tradition and its value 

for human life by joining with our Sri Lankan partners to save lives and carry 
forward a shared commitment to compassion in the face of adversity.”
The JDC coordinates its relief activities with local and international partners, in-
cluding the US Department of State, USAID, the United Nations and the Israeli 
government.
Shortly after the event, Ambassador of Israel to India and Sri Lanka Daniel 
Carmon delivered disaster-relief supplies to Colombo’s Foreign Ministry, along 
with a letter from President Reuven Rivlin to Sri Lankan President Maithripala 
Sirisena, expressing Israel’s solidarity with the Sri Lankan people. The supplies 
included power generators, drinking water and high-power light sources. “... 
I am proud to be able to provide these supplies to our Sri Lankan friends. I am 
convinced our partnership will continue to grow when the clouds have cleared.” 
Carmon said.

Created by Teens for Teens
JTE, Jewish Teen Education, is a year-old program 
in the Greater New Haven area created by teens for 
teens. JTE has completed two very successful semes-
ters with great feedback from participating students. 
In the Fall of 2018, JTE will offer a range of classes, 
ranging from cooking and yoga to Israeli politics and 
comparative religions, for students entering grades  
8 to 12. 

In a recent interview with SNH editorial staff, JTE Presi-
dent Samantha Fleischman shares students’ impres-
sions about the program’s first two semesters: 

What did some of the teens have to say about the 
program, from your informal conversations through-
out the past year?
I talked to multiple students who were reluctant to 
join, but were pleasantly surprised by their experience. 
Everyone really loved their classes and teachers. We 
had some unique subjects like Comparative Religions, 
Controversy Debate and Understanding, Scandals of 

the Torah, JTE Yoga, The Big Questions, Jewish Images 
in Media, and Make a Difference. Gender Equality 
has definitely been my personal favorite. The teacher, 
Sharon Rosenblatt, has made the class really fun and 
interesting for all of the teens. I also really enjoyed the 
cooking class. We were able to make a mix of Jewish 
and Israeli foods and just typical American foods like 
cupcakes and muffins. 

Why teens are coming back for a third semester?
I think people are coming back for a third semester be-
cause they enjoyed the classes and saw the program 
as a great way to hang out with friends and meet new 
people. 

What’s your favorite aspect of JTE?
The fact that there is really something for everyone. It 
gave people from the entire community the opportunity 
to meet others and take classes that interested them. 
Unlike in school or Hebrew school, there are no obliga-
tions, you just take what you want to and think sounds 

interesting. I also love the sense of community that we 
are starting to build in the program.

The 
Elder Playwright Program is collaboration between 
Long Wharf Theatre and Tower One/Tower East. 
This past season, 15 participants from The Towers 
attended every show in the LWT 52nd Season.

Towers resident Lois Itchkawitz, gained a great 
deal from, “Learning how other people think about 
things and how it all relates to me,” she shared. As 
a longtime theater fan, she felt the opportunity to 
attend LWT regularly with her friends from The Tow-
ers was too good to pass up. Towers Resident and 
Elder Playwright participant, Vicky Smith, “loved 
the camaraderie that developed among all the 
other participants in the program.” Smith especially 
enjoyed getting out on a Sunday afternoon to visit 

Long Wharf Theatre, hearing the sound effects, and 
admiring the artistic work that went into the stage 
sets.
The opportunity to work with Ardito and try their 
hand at writing was not something any of these 
participants had ever attempted. At the culmination 
of the season, the group worked together to edit 
and streamline their writing into a play of their own, 
entitled, “The Towers Monologues.”
Although an intensive program, the hard work will 
pay off, when these residents travel to LWT to star 
in their own show. This one-time performance of 
their monologues should not be missed.

Lynn Bullard is the Director of Yeladim Early Learning Center at the JCC. This year marks her 30th an-
niversary at the JCC, but her ties to the JCC and the local Jewish community began much earlier. Bullard 
grew up in the area, as a teen regularly taking the bus downtown to the JCC on Chapel Street. This lifelong 
engagement is the root of her devotion and commitment to the organization and the community that it  
supports. 

Her career at Yeladim dates back to 1987, when the school operated out of two Hamden locations. There 
was only one telephone, on a pole in between the classrooms. Hired as a teacher by Gwenn Cohen (the 
beloved longtime Yeladim director for whom Gwenn’s Garden at 360 Amity Road is named), Bullard has 
taught infants, toddlers, twos, and threes, acting as a mentor for new teachers. She eventually became 
Gwenn Cohen’s assistant director. When Cohen passed away, Bullard became co-director, then director. 
Over the years, she helped move Yeladim from the Hamden locations, to Sherman Avenue in New Haven, 
then to Amity Road in 1993. 

“Gwenn and I were so close,” said Bullard. “In her eulogy, I promised to maintain the quality of the educa-
tion at Yeladim and to remain as committed as she was to honor her”—which Bullard has done. Under her 
tenure, Yeladim has added music, a library and an extended day program. After the fire at Amity Road in 

December 2016 shuttered the school, the JCC and Yeladim staffs, under Bullard’s guidance, reopened a 
complete, comprehensive and fully-licensed substitute location at Congregation B’nai Jacob in just three 
days. She made this incredible feat happen without much acknowledgement or credit, because her respon-
sibility to the families is what drives her.  

Yeladim’s philosophy is a play-based vision that encourages experimentation, problem solving, logical 
thinking and cooperative learning, values, development of social skills, and positive self-concept. “Staff 
and teachers set the environment, provide the materials and the children are able to create” she said. “No 
pressure, no expectations, open-ended, free creativity. Even though it is play-based, every learning center 
is set up with specifically planned activities to enhance the learning in the classrooms. Every child is spe-
cial and is given individual opportunities to help them do their best.”

Bullard demonstrates her dedication and drive to offer the best childcare and early learning program in 
the area by working closely with the staff, helping to plan curriculum and visits to all the classrooms every 
day. While the play-based learning is the basis of Yeladim’s philosophy and vision, the program was also 
founded on Jewish values. Bullard keenly balances this core commitment while being inclusive and wel-
coming to everyone in the community. 

“The underlying base is Judaic,” she said. “That is represented through culture, traditions, values, morals; 
it is not religious in nature. We teach that through celebrating the Jewish holidays. We have a diverse staff 
and a diverse group of children, and we acknowledge all of them.”

A Call for Better Recycling in Stamford

Ever since the Industrial Revolution, many nations of the world have tried to come 
up with varying conservation methods to prevent the depletion of important non-
renewable resources. The United States in particular has become aware of many 
environmental issues such as resource depletion and energy conservation. Thus, 
the creation of the slogan, “Reduce, Reuse, Recycle” (Recycle Nation). However, 
this slogan has failed to inspire action in many cities who have not seen improve-
ment of programs’ effectiveness. For instance, Stamford, CT has not been suc-
cessful in executing programs that incorporate the last of the three R’s, Recycle. 
Stamford, CT has consistently fallen behind other CT cities such as Wilton and 
Ridgefield in implementing a successful recycling program, due to the cities’ lack 
of incentivization.

The city of Stamford has taken steps towards implementing a recycling-friendly 
program to decrease its ecological footprint. However, these steps have proven to 
be ineffective as the citizens of Stamford lack incentives to recycle and are incon-
venienced with outrageously high recycling fees. Although Stamford provides free 
recycling bins upon request, these bins take up to six weeks to be delivered and 
are not compulsory for all citizens. Moreover, Stamford requires its citizens to pay 
varying fees to recycle tires, asbestos shingles, hazardous household waste, and 
oil based paint thinners, making the recycling of these items less desirable and 
of low priority to households with monetary constrictions. 

Other forms of recycling in Stamford, such as hauling recyclable trash to the 
Katrina Mygatt Recycling Center, have proven inconvenient. The weekday hours 
(7:30 a.m. - 3:00 p.m.) limit easy access to the center for those with day jobs. The 
weekend hours (7:30 a.m. - 3:30 p.m. on Saturdays only) further restrict those 
for whom recycling on weekdays is not an option. In a survey conducted by the 
Jewish High School of Connecticut, results found that over 73% of people would 
recycle more if the times of operation were extended beyond typical work hours. 
Furthermore, over 80% of the people surveyed stated that they would not pay a 
$10 fee to recycle a tire as opposed to dumping it illegally.

Students in the Jewish High School of Connecticut’s environmental science class 
are looking to bring about a positive change in their community’s environmental 
policies. At the end of the school year, they submitted a term-paper that lays out 
their recommendations. “Most of the students in this class are 11th graders pre-
paring for a career in either environmental science or policy. “Their goal for this 
project was to reduce the carbon foot print of their neighborhood,” says Meghan 
Fernandez, environmental science faculty at JHSC. “They looked for simple 
changes in recycling policies that could affect change without disrupting people’s 
everyday lives. To that end they researched cities and countries that have poli-
cies which make it easier for the public to participate in recycling programs and 
they came up with a plan for Stamford. Rabbi Elisha Paul, JHSC Head of School, 
commented on the importance of recycling from a Jewish perspective: “Recycling 
is related to many areas of the Torah. One of the most basic Jewish ideas found in 
Deuteronomy 20:19-20 is Bal Tashchit, which literally means not to destroy trees 
and implies that one should not needlessly destroy resources. Therefore, recy-
cling is one way of conserving and maximizing the usage of natural resources.”

Jewish camping has longstanding roots in Greater 
New Haven. As early as 1931 community lead-
ers felt that Jewish camping experience was of 
paramount importance. It was then that Women’s 
Auxiliary group of the Young Men’s Hebrew Associa-
tion of the Jewish Community Center (JCC) sat forth 
to find a location for what would one day become 
Camp Laurelwood. 

Camp Laurelwood initially started as a day camp. 
Children were transported by car to the camp site 
and food was prepared at the JCC and brought 
to the camp by volunteers. It is only at 1935 that 
Laurelwood became an overnight camp. With $500 
down payment which was paid by the Jewish Com-
munity Center,  Laurelwood purchased the 180 
acres on which it resides to this day. The Laurel-
wood name was chosen for the many laurel bushes 
located on the property.  

Camp Gan Israel was founded as Camp Tiferet Gan 
Israel in 1949 by Rabbi Dr. Moshe (maurice) Hecht 
of New Haven. It was originally founded in order 
to attract children to the New Haven Hebrew Day 
School, which proved to be successful. The Camp 
served 100-120 children each summer in its first 
decade. Markeitng materials from the late 1970s 
and early 1980s promised “ a unique blend of 
fun-filled, action-packed summer enjoyment in an 
atmosphere of meaningful Jewish Experience”. The 
camp, now known as Camp Gan Israel, has relocat-
ed several times since its inception and even oper-
ated for two years out of the JCC. It is now located 
at Barnard Magnet school in New Haven.

JCC Day Camps has operated for more than 65 
years. Known for its inclusiveness and diversity, 
JCC Day Camps has always been open for children 
of all faiths. The Jewish experience at JCC Day 
Camps has been emphasized through Shabbat and 
Havdalah services, Israeli emissaries, and Hebrew 
language which is interlaced throughout the camp 
lingo. 

If you remember these early days, you may have 
participated at camp as child and even sent over 
your children or your grandchildren. You under-
stand the value of Jewish camping experiences 
because you have experienced it first hand and 
you know it played a part in building your Jewish 
identity.  Our camps have flourished for 80 years 
and counting!  You can help ensure Jewish camping 
continues for decades more through a charitable 
bequest or other planned gift.

As Laurelwood prepares for an 80 
Anniversary Celebration on August 
26, staffers and campers remember 
their humble roots, acknowledging 
how far they have come. Laurel-
wood’s history is rich with love, com-
munity and hard work. They’re thank-
ful to alumni like Bertha Konowitz 
- who believe in the camp’s mission 
and have given of themselves so this 
wonderful community can continue 
to flourish.

How did it all start? From what hum-
ble beginnings? From whose dreams? 
Aided by the memories of many indi-
viduals, we have gleaned the following 
history of the work of many dedicated 
volunteers whose names were never 
recorded. Camp Laurelwood has 
grown through the generosity and 
efforts of many people. Some are well 
known while others are known only 
in the hearts and minds of families 
and friends. Camp Laurelwood was 
started by The Women’s Assembly, 
an auxiliary group of the New Haven 
Jewish Community Center. The same 
group established the Camp Laurel-
wood Scholarship Fund. 
From 1931 to 1936, and inspired by a 
Jewish camp in Massachusetts, Camp 
Laurelwood began as a day camp fa-
cility. But after 1936, the rapidly grow-
ing operation no longer fit its rented 
space along the Pine River in North-
ford, Connecticut. After an exhaustive 
survey to find a suitable permanent 
location, the current property in North 
Madison, Connecticut was purchased. 
Camp Laurelwood started with no 
money in the bank; it had only the 
spirit, devoted service and will of self-
sacrificing men and women, to provide 
deserving Jewish children from New 
Haven the benefits of a summer camp 
experience. A $1,000 loan from the 
New Haven Jewish Community Center 
covered more than one-third of the 
$2,850 purchase price for the North 
Madison property. 
Tents were staked out to house the 
children, camp director and staff-one 
side of the road for girls and the other 
for boys. The first essential need was 
drinking water, which was obtained 
by driving a 200-foot deep well into 
the bedrock. The dining hall from 
the rented location in Northford was 
disassembled, transported to North 
Madison, and erected on a new foun-
dation. Part of the building was used 
for a small office. 
The Camp Laurelwood we know 
today began in 1937, when Nathan 
Podoloff, President of the New Haven 
Jewish Community Center - along with 
Director Eli Kogas, Irene Glazer and 
Rose Fox - signed the Articles of As-
sociation.

Camp Laurelwood was incorporated 
on April 28, 1937 as the New Haven 
Jewish Community Center Camp. In 
1980, it became Camp Laurelwood, 
Inc.

Welcome to the new world! Fresh from Ellis Island, 
a young Jewish mother and her son search for a 
sense of home as the 20th century beckons. The 
streets of Manhattan’s Lower East Side may not 
be paved with gold, but they echo with the music 
of opportunity, optimism and hope. A ravishing 
score by the songwriters of Wicked and Annie 
colors a sweeping saga of America’s immigrant 
past. Celebrate our rich roots in Goodspeed’s new 
adaptation of a neglected masterpiece of the mu-
sical theatre.

In response to rising incidents of hate in our com-
munities, the Jewish Federation’s Jewish Community 
Relations Council (JCRC), in tandem with the Anti-
Defamation League (ADL), celebrated the recent 
passage of new, tougher hate crimes legislation in 
Connecticut.  
This bill, slated to become the strongest legislation 
of its kind in the U.S., passed unanimously. Hate 
crimes previously considered Class D felonies, are 
now re-categorized as Class C felonies (making 
threats against a house of worship), punishable by 
10 years in prison and $10,000 fines.   
Community initiatives to prevent, educate and 
advocate against these threats have taken several 
forms. Under the banner of the Jewish Federation of 
Greater New Haven (JFGNH) State and local officials 
met at Congregation B’nai Jacob in Woodbridge 
with Jewish community leaders on February 23, 
to discuss the rise in anti-Semitism, targeted hate 
crimes and effective security tactics. After receiving 
security training on April 24, Judy Alperin, CEO of the 
JFGNH, spoke with community and faith leaders at 
Congregation Beth El-Keser Israel about increased 
incidents of violence.  

Jewish Federation of Greater New Haven and its 
partner ADL actively promoted the bill through 
advocacy, culminating in the annual Legislative 
Breakfast organized by the Jewish Community Rela-
tions Council. Legislators Senator Len Fasano, Rep. 
Themis Klarides and Rep. Pat Dillon mutually shared 
their support for the new laws, encouraging the com-
munity and legislature to come together and set the 

tone by saying, “No more”.

In response, Michael Bloom, director of the Jew-
ish Federation Association of Connecticut (JFACT) 
stated, “Nationwide, the rise in anti-Semitism and 
bomb threats against the Jewish community have 
caused stress, angst and fear in the Jewish commu-
nity. These threats are real and should be punished 
to the fullest extent of the law.”   
Steve Ginsburg, director of the Connecticut office of 
ADL, reacted to the anti-Semitic incidents by calling 
for, “the community coming together to say this is 
not who we are.” He pointed to a 100 percent rise in 
reported incidents to the ADL since last summer.  
 “Hate crimes are distinct from other forms of 
criminal conduct,” said Ginsburg, “as they have a 
special emotional and psychological impact, expand-
ing beyond the individual victim. Whenever a bias-
motivated crime is committed, the victim’s entire 
community is left feeling victimized, vulnerable, 
fearful, isolated, and unprotected by the law. Con-
necticut has made clear today that by firming up our 
hate crimes law, all of our state’s residents and their 
respective communities are much closer to safety.

At the annual meeting of the Jewish Federation, 
Foundation and JCC of Greater New Haven, longtime 
JCC member Soudi Bakhtiaria’s acceptance speech 
about her Kavod Key Society Award was filled with 
admiration, heartfelt praise and many “thank you’s” 
for her fellow JCC community members. “For those 
who do not know me” she began, “My name is 
Soudi Bakhtiari --also known as the Mayor of JCC, 
an Employee of JCC, a Resident of JCC and so many 
wonderful names given to me by my peers.”
Along with fellow Kavod Key recipient Marty Halprin, 
Bakhtiari, who admitted to being both surprised 
and honored about receiving this award also felt 
extremely privileged on being nominated by JCC Fit-
ness Director Susan Donovan. Bakhtiari remarked, 
“I have been lucky to have met the greatest and 
kindest members, trainers, instructors and Staff at 
the JCC” adding, “I would like to share this reward 
with you, my friends”. She went on to thank and list 
numerous JCC committee, staff, board and per-
sonal family members by name, choosing the word 
“wonderful” throughout her speech to describe her 
deeply personal JCC experience. “I will do my best to 
keep doing my part along with my fellow JCC com-
munity members”, she stated, “to truly make this 
a wonderful and enjoyable environment to stay fit 
and unwind...as an oasis away from the stresses of 

life; a place where all the tools are available to fine 
tune and cleanse the living machines that are our 
bodies.”
Describing the JCC as, “not only a great commu-
nity center but it also my second home,” Bakhtiari 
concluded her speech with more high praise for “the 
greatest and kindest members, trainers, instructors 
and Staff at the JCC.”

Robyn Teplitzky, Senior Director, Mandel Center for 
Leadership Excellence at The Jewish Federations of 
North America has traveled on Heart to Heart more 
than once. She shares reflections from her unforget-
table trip in an interview with Jennifer Bayer, Assis-
tant Director, Development, at the Jewish Federation 
of Greater New Haven.
Robyn, you’ve traveled on Heart to Heart, which 
is a special mission to Israel for women through 
the Jewish Federations of North America. Can 
you explain what makes this trip so special and 
distinguished from other trips one might take to 
Israel? The JFNA Heart to Heart Mission is a won-

derful opportunity for women to travel together to 
get a taste of Israel. What makes this mission so 
special and unique is the itinerary. The site visits are 
specifically designed with women’s interest in mind. 
A highlight is visiting the Israeli women’s homes who 
are involved in the overseas federations. 

Can you share some of your favorite highlights or 
moments from last year’s trip? There are so many, 
but the two aspects that stand out for me include 
the Photography With Joy, a JDC program [The 
American Jewish Joint Distribution Committee] that 
provides the opportunity for Holocaust survivors to 
share their personal stories through photography. 
Another highlight was the joint Bat Mitzvah of mis-
sion participants with eight young Ethiopian girls.

As someone who has traveled on many JFNA mis-
sions, can you describe what some of the lasting 
impact has been for you and others you’ve traveled 
with on this mission? Mostly, the friendships made 
in a very short period of time. There is something 
special traveling with a group of like-minded women.  

Why might you suggest this mission for a woman 
who is traveling to Israel for the first time, or 

alone? Heart to Heart is a great first-time mission 
because the itinerary is inclusive of unique visits. 
This is not a typical first-timer’s mission and does 
not include many of the traditional visits, such as 
Masada or Yad Vashem. The beauty of the Heart to 
Heart Mission is that one does not need to be travel-
ing with a group. All of the participants from across 
the country are friendly and inclusive. Everyone feels 
the love.

Which emotions best describe your feelings about 
the Heart to Heart mission? The mission title tells it 
all. Everything we see, touch, hear, and taste touches 
our heart. One minute you are laughing and singing 
and the next crying tears of joy. It is simply the best! 
You’ll come home energized and raring to put it all into 
action in your community. Every journey begins with a 
single step. Take the first one right now.

On Monday, June 26, JCC members embraced the 
long-awaited pool, racquetball courts, and Playscape 
reopening at the JCC on Amity Road. 
Steve Kovel has been a JCC member for more than 15 
years, and was thrilled to be back playing racquetball. 
He remarked, “It’s a great place to be. Racquetball is 
my principal sport, so I’m glad to be back.” Freddie 
Caminear agreed. “We all couldn’t wait. LA Fitness is 
not the same,” said Caminear.
While the indoor pool was scheduled to reopen on 
Monday morning at the same time as the racquetball 
courts, members faced another brief delay as a new 
chlorinator that was installed in the pool needed to 
calibrate. However, that didn’t stop the water aerobics 
class from taking advantage of the reopened space. 
The class proceeded on the pool deck, where the la-
dies stayed dry while getting back into the rhythm for 
class the next morning. “Rome wasn’t built in a day,” 
said Brenda Coleman. “We’re very happy. Tomorrow 
is another day, and we’ll be ready to get in the pool.” 
Charlotte Bengtson commented, “This whole campus is 
great. It’s very welcoming and open. It’s a great facil-
ity—not just the pool.” The next day, the pool was fully 
operational and open for all swimmers.
The PAC Group LLC was selected through a bidding 
process to serve in the construction management role 
at the JCC. The PAC Group has been managing the 
ongoing renovations at the Mandell JCC of Greater 
Hartfort in recent years.
As the facility continues to be rebuilt, one rinsing 
shower, one accessible shower and three private  
co-ed changing rooms are available to members.

Imagine the look on a young child’s face, when they 
realize their teacher is one of the teens who used to 
help out in their classroom!
At Temple Emanuel in Orange they’re making that 
happen, specifically by partnering with teens that have 
completed three years of training in TE’s madrichim 
program. 
TE has always cherished their madrichim (special 
teens who assist classroom teachers); providing 
younger students with role models as they grow into 
Jewish young adults. TE is proud of watching them 
grow in the community and the excitement and energy 
they bring to the school, kids, parents and faculty. 
For the past three years, junior teachers have taught 
the Story Hour program. The laughter and learning and 
singing coming out of that room is contagious! Parents 
and children alike delight in the warmth and knowl-
edge that these teens bring to the weekly, hour-long 
program.

This coming fall, Temple Emanuel will have five home-
grown junior teachers and a music specialist on staff. 
What better way to show students and their families 
that teens want to stay connected and involved in their 
community? 
Recently madrichim reflected on their personal expe-
riences in their new capacity at TE Hebrew School:
“I have been a madrichah at TE Hebrew School for 5 

years. The most memorable part of this experience 
is seeing the group of students I had helped since 
4th grade have Bar and Bat Mitzvahs, then come 
back to Hebrew School as the next generation of 
madrichim”. 
“I have been a madrichah since 2014. The most 
meaningful part of this experience is hearing what 
the preschoolers take away from our lessons and 
seeing them have fun…”
“In three years of being a madrichah at TE Hebrew 
School, the most influential experience is waking up 
every Sunday morning and seeing everyone. Some-
times I’m more excited to be here than the children, 
it’s worth it. Also, by coming to teach I’m furthering 
my own Jewish education.”
“The most valuable experience of the last 4 months 
is seeing a difference between being a student and 
a madrichah. I get to help our kindergarteners and 
it’s really enjoyable.”

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Camp Security and Orientation
In preparation for the start of camp on Monday, June 26th, the staff at 
JCC Day Camps welcomed Michael Butsch from the FBI for a secu-
rity training session last Thursday evening. Butsch emphasized the 
importance of being prepared for any potentially unsafe situation. His 
presentation was embraced fully by the staff, who later discussed the 
camp’s emergency procedures with Camp Director Debra Kirschner 
and Assistant Director Alison Lurie.

Following the security training, the camp staff greeted this summer’s 
campers and their parents at the family orientation, where newcomers 
were able to get acquainted with the grounds before the start of camp 
and veteran campers got a chance to meet new friends.

The Jewish Federation of Greater New Haven is 
committed to pluralism in our community and at the 
Kotel (Western Wall). On June 29, a letter was sent 
to the Israeli prime minister and consul general,  
co-signed by congregational rabbis.  

A sense of unity and jubilation defined the first few 
weeks following the liberation of the Western Wall 
during the 1967 Six-Day War, with people gathering 
in the Old City by the hundreds of thousands to touch 
the Wall’s ancient stones. Jews of the Diaspora and 
Israelis cried tears of relief and joy, rejoicing over  
Jerusalem’s unification. But the feeling of harmony 
was fleeting. Dissent emerged as soon as secular Is-
raelis and non-Orthodox Diaspora Jews were excluded 
as Orthodox authorities took control of the site.

Until 1948, when Jews were expelled from the Old 
City, the Kotel was a prayer space with no formal  
structures in place, and no separation between men 
and women. If you visit the Jerusalem mayor’s office, 
you will see historic photos showing mixed gender 
groups gathered at the Kotel.  

After the 1967 Six-Day War, Orthodox religious authori-
ties funded by the Israeli government have controlled 
customs at the Kotel. In recent years, women were 
banned from holding Torah scrolls, leading services, 

wearing tallit or tefillin, or singing out loud at the site. 
Similarly, mixed gender services were not permitted. 

In 2013, following a decades-long advocacy campaign 
led by Women of the Wall and supported by the Con-
servative and Reform movements, Israel’s Prime Min-
ister Benjamin Netanyahu tasked Jewish Agency Chair 
Natan Sharansky with coming up with a compromise 
that would enable diverse Jewish practice at the Kotel.  

Sharansky’s Kotel proposal kicked off several years 
of intense negotiations that resulted in a seemingly 
historic compromise. As a result of the agreement, the 
Israeli Cabinet approved the proposal in January 2016 
in a legally binding government resolution. Among 
other provisions, the Cabinet agreed to create a formal 
egalitarian prayer space as part of the overall Kotel 
area. The Resolution envisioned an upgraded and 
permanent prayer platform for non-Orthodox prayer at 
the Robinson’s Arch area at the southern end of the 
Western Wall, along with a redesign of the approach 
to both this area and the traditional Kotel plaza and 
prayer space.  
Beyond the success of the plan itself, many hoped 
that the groundbreaking agreement would have set a 
precedent, showing that compromise can be reached. 
The Jewish Federations of North America played a 
central role in that process,  working with Reform and 
Conservative movements, The Jewish Agency for 
Israel, Women of the Wall, the rabbi of the Western 
Wall, and the Israeli government to reach an agree-
ment. Negotiations were complicated by the involve-
ment and opinions of other diverse groups, including 
archaeological authorities, the Waqf (Muslim religious 
authorities), and even the Jordanian government. The 
fact that so many disparate groups were able to reach 
an understanding was seen as a very positive sign.   
Nonetheless, the optimism proved to be short-lived,  
as implementation of the plan was halted due to  
pressure from Israeli Orthodox and ultra-Orthodox poli-
ticians and groups. For close to 18 months, the Israeli 
government avoided moving forward with implement-
ing the resolution while ultra-Orthodox interests looked 
for ways to overturn the decision. A number of petitions 

were filed in the Supreme Court (Bagatz) on the issue, 
including one asking the court to direct the government 
to implement its own resolution. In September 2016, 
the Court strongly reprimanded the government for 
not implementing the deal and in April of this year, the 
Court ordered the government to respond as to why it 
had not yet begun implementation. With a Court estab-
lished deadline of June 26, 2017, ultra-Orthodox groups 
intensified their efforts to block the deal. At the urging of 
ultra-Orthodox coalition partners, the government voted 
on June 25, 2017 to formally freeze the Kotel Resolu-
tion. The prime minister appointed two government 
representatives, Regional Cooperation Minister Tzachi 
Hanegbi and Cabinet Secretary Tzachi Braverman, to 
undertake negotiations toward a new deal.   

On June 26, Jewish Federations of North America met 
with Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu to express 
our communities’ deep disappointment in the suspen-
sion of the January 2016 historic decision to create 
an egalitarian prayer space at the Kotel. The Jewish 
Federation urges community members to voice their 
concern and commitment to Jewish pluralistic expres-
sion by contacting the Israel Consul General at info@

One Wall for One Jewish People Controversial Conversion Bill 
Temporarily Halted 
The government of Israel has agreed not to move the controversial conversion legis-
lation forward for six months. 
Earlier this week, the Israeli cabinet had advanced a bill seeking to consolidate all 
conversions to Judaism within Israel under the auspices of the Chief Rabbinate, 
which adheres to Orthodox standards. The bill’s critics, who represent all streams of 
Judaism, say the legislation gives the Rabbinate an unfair monopoly on conversions.
If the conversion bill passed, it would deny citizenship under the Law of Return to 
Jews converted in Israel by Conservative, Reform or privately run Orthodox rabbini-

cal courts.  It would have undermined the 
pluralistic streams of Judaism in Israel. 
The Reform movement has agreed to 
freeze their Supreme Court petition on 
the matter for six months (assuming the 
court will agree), and the prime minister 
will set up a committee with all parties, 
to be charged with discussing the issues 
and challenges and delivering a resolu-
tion.
The Jewish Federation of Greater New 
Haven summoned Matan Zamir, Deputy 
Consul General of Israel, for a conference 
call with concerned community members 
to shed light on the matter. 

State security grants are now available for JCC preschools to the tune of $1 
million in matching funds, based on need. CT Senate Bill 1014, which passed 
in late June of 2017, extends eligibility to private schools and to licensed 
childcare centers and preschools that have received security threats.  

“The inclusion of JCC preschools in the grant is critical in light of the need for 
increased security in our institutions”, said Judy Alperin, CEO of the Jewish 
Federation of Greater New Haven “This achievement reflects the excellent ad-
vocacy work done by our Jewish Community Relations Council and the Jewish 
Federation Association of Connecticut, as well as the genuine concern that 
public officials like Senator Gayle Slossberg have for the Jewish community “. 

The JCC of Greater New Haven with its Yeladim Early Learning Center was 
among Jewish institutions that received hoaxed threats this past winter, forc-
ing the evacuation of children and staff and threatening to erode the sense of 
security that the JCC strives to provide to its members and guests.  

Leaders of catholic private schools who are usually prompt in applying for 
state grants as they become available for nonpublic schools already ex-
pressed that they will give the right of way to Jewish institutions, as they seem 
to have the greater need with the increase in antisemitic acts in the United 
States.

“The deadline was extended to June 30, 2018 but since it is rolling decisions 
we already started working with state officials on the details of submitting a 
strong proposal for our Jewish Community Campus  and Yeladim Early Learn-
ing Center by August 1,” says Scott Cohen, Executive Director of the JCC of 
Greater New Haven.

On June 7, at the annual meeting of the Jewish 
Federation of Greater New Haven, men and women 
graduated from the Yesod Community Leadership 
Program. They had spent the last three months 
learning with and from each other, under the expert 
leadership of former Federation CEO Sydney Perry. 
Perry led and facilitated nine classes, assisted by 
Yesod’s diligent program consultant, Olga Markus. 

The 18 candidates were selected to participate in 
this inaugural program due to their involvement 
and engagement in the local Jewish community. 
From building synagogue websites to sitting on 
boards of the JCC, Federation, or local day schools, 
getting involved in Jewish community relations, or 
helping to launch Jewish professional organiza-
tions, these individuals-- from across the Jewish 
religious spectrum and hailing from nine area 
towns-- had already demonstrated their commit-
ment to their Jewish communities.

The Yesod Program was brought here through the 
Mandel Center for Leadership Excellence of the 
Jewish Federations of North America, and funded 
generously through the Eder Leadership Institute. 
It was created to foster new leadership skills and

Through conversations with Yesod fellows, one 
learns that this course was more than a series 
of classes adding to their knowledge, or skill set. 
After engaging with other lay leaders from different 
towns and settings, the fellows discovered more 
commonalities than differences. Their initial mo-

tivation — to lead within their communities — had 
also grown in tandem with their gaining personal 
insights. But most importantly, Yesod graduates 
formed a bond with one another. Currently they are 
planning their next set of meetings — as friends, 
leadership partners, and future leaders of the 
Greater New Haven Jewish community.

In the early 1950’s, using a Torah borrowed from Congregation 
B’nai Jacob in Woodbridge, about 35 Jewish families purchased 
a small building in Branford to form the East Shore Jewish Cen-
ter. Slowly, there was an influx of Jewish families to the shoreline, 
prompting a need for larger facilities. After the building was sold, 
High Holiday services were temporarily held at various homes, 
schools and churches. 
 In 1973, there were over 60 families involved. By 1975, with 
100 Jewish families living on the shoreline and the need for a 
permanent home more pressing, a 4.5 acre tract of land on Rt. 
79 in Madison was purchased. On September 2, 1976, ground 
was broken for the building of Temple Beth Tikvah. The design, 
modeled after a tent from the Biblical days of Israel, included 
angled sides and flat roof. On May 15th, 1977, Temple Beth 
Tikvah was dedicated, with a membership of over 125 families. 
Today, over 300 families call TBT their house of worship.  
Rabbi Stacy Offner, Temple Beth Tikvah’s rabbi since in 2012, 
commented on TBT’s recent 40th anniversary: “Celebrating our 
40th anniversary was truly exhilarating.

The Talmud says that 40 is the age for understanding, and I think that for us it 
was the exact right time to look backward and to look forward. Our vision for the 
future is clear: to be a vibrant, inclusive, Reform congregation with an emphasis 
on all that connects us. We are connected through Torah, through Tikun HaNe-
fesh (nurturing the soul) and Tikun Olam (repairing the world).” When asked to 
describe what makes TBT special, Rabbi Offner commented on their emphasis 
of Shabbat (held in the sanctuary every Friday evening) and growing Jewishly as 
individuals and as a congregation. “Ours is a congregation that puts Shabbat at 
the center. While our membership numbers are robust, I am far more excited by 
how our Shabbat participation has grown. Our members experience a sense of 
holiness and opportunities to learn and explore Jewishly, whether in a classroom 
or in the kitchen or on the playground.” TBT congregants also have the opportu-
nity to attend Torah Study, held in the library Saturday mornings at 9 AM.
 
“We are blessed with a fantastic Cantor (Kevin Margolius), who leads us in music 
and directs our Religious School”, Offner adds. We have a Shabbat Band that 
bursts with joyous sound. We have Torah Study that all are welcome to, every 
Shabbat morning. Our school boasts over 100 students and our Nursery School 
is busy 5 days a week. This coming February, we have a TBT group traveling to 
Israel.  This will be the third such trip to Israel in five years. The trips are a way to 
connect deeply to Israel and to each other.”
 
“We have a history of sponsoring refugee families and just last year we welcomed 
a Syrian family to Connecticut with the guidance of IRIS (Integrated Refugee and 
Immigrant Services) and we are planning to welcome another family just as soon 
as we can. We work in partnership with our friends at 1st Church Guilford and 
we will soon be widening our scope to include St. Andrews Episcopal Church in 
Madison as well. As we do Tikun Olam, we are practicing interfaith relations, and 
making friendships with people of all faiths and cultures.”

“We are blessed by our founders who, in 1977, turned a beautiful piece of land 
into a synagogue. We are praying, learning, celebrating and growing Jewishly 
every single day.”

Juliette Markman, who was called to the Torah as a 
Bat Mitzvah at Temple Beth David in June, recently 
completed a unique and community-friendly service 
project – Cheshire’s first “Little Free Library” on the 
temple’s front lawn. Little Free Library is a nonprofit 
organization that inspires a love of reading, builds 
community, and sparks creativity by fostering neigh-
borhood book exchanges around the world. The con-
cept is simple - take a free book and/or leave one for 
someone else to enjoy. Through Little Free Libraries, 
millions of books are exchanged each year, profoundly 
increasing access to books for readers of all ages and 
backgrounds (https://littlefreelibrary.org/faqs). 

“The idea first came to me last summer,” said Ms. 
Markman. “Part of becoming a Bat Mitzvah is taking 
on the moral and social responsibilities of an adult 
in your community. Temple Beth David has always 
stressed social action and the concept of giving 
and sharing both within your own community and in 
greater society. When my teachers challenged me to 
develop a service project, I presented my idea to the 
Board of Directors for adding a Little Free Library to the 
temple’s Mitzvah Garden. They were very supportive 
and excited.” 

Ms. Markman explained, “Raising the money to 
purchase the unit was not as challenging as I had 
expected. We decided to do a cleanout in our house 
of old toys, bikes, clothing, etc. and sold them through 

the Cheshire Tag Sale Facebook page and local con-
signment stores. I raised the money for the first library 
pretty quickly, so I decided to shoot for a second one. 
The Cheshire Parks and Rec department approved 
my idea about donating a library at the entrance to 
Bartlem Park. I visited that playground many times 
when I was younger, and I think there are a lot of kids 
who will love picking up a book to read when they 
get home. Moving forward, I will act as the registered 
steward of the two Cheshire Little Free Libraries, 
periodically checking on them and making sure they 
are always filled with a great selection of books and 
other reading materials. The libraries will be featured 
on the organization’s world map among the more than 
50,000 registered Little Free Libraries worldwide. A big 
thank you goes to Michael Rosenthal of Guardian 

Solutions in Cheshire, who donated 
the installation of the units.” 

Ms. Markman concluded, “I hope 
something simple like sharing a good 
book with someone will brighten 
their day and promote unity, caring, 
and sharing.” Rabbi Micah Ellenson 
of Temple Beth David added, “His-
torically, literacy and access to books 
has been the great equalizer for all 
cultures. In the book of Proverbs it 
says, ‘[Wisdom] is a tree of life to those 

who embrace it; happy are those who hold it tightly.’ In 
Judaism, the tree is books and those who hold books 
tightly acquire wisdom and ultimately happiness. By 
providing free, easy access to books, I cannot think 
of a project that better embraces both Jewish and 
American values.”

This year, Pride Month celebrations in the U.S. experienced record atten-
dance and support. But the shocking anti-Semitic actions against Jewish 
marchers at a pride parade in Chicago revealed a disturbing narrative that 
has recently emerged in the LGBTQ+ community.

At this June’s Chicago Dyke March, which has always billed itself as a so-
cial justice-driven gathering,  parade organizers told marchers with Jewish 
pride flags (rainbow flags emblazoned with a Star of David) to leave. The 
parade banned Jewish stars because other people found them ‘offensive.’

The unfortunate events that occurred at the Chicago parade speak to the 
larger issue of spreading anti-Semitism in the LGBTQ+ community and in 
the political left. Going forward, it is important now more than ever to stay 
united in supporting LGBTQ+ issues and against anti-Semitism of any sort.
