Jonathan Pryce stars as an 
old Jewish baker whose 
faltering business is 
inadvertently saved by his 
young Muslim apprentice 
in the British dramedy 
Dough. His customers are 
dying off, his sons have no 
interest in keeping afloat 
the family business, and a 
hostile businessman has 
his own greedy plans for 
the property. In a pinch, he 

reluctantly enlists the help of teenager Ayyash, a 
refugee from Darfur. An unlikely friendship forms 
between the old Jewish baker and his young Muslim 
apprentice. Dough is a warmhearted and gently 
humorous story about overcoming prejudice and 
finding redemption in unexpected places.

This documentary, Touch-
down Israel,  follows the fast 
growing sport of American 
tackle football in Israel. In 
its first five years, the Israeli 
Football League (IFL) grew 
from 25 enthusiastic players 
in Tel Aviv to a thriving league 
of over 600 players and 10 
teams in a nation roughly the 
size of New Jersey. The league 
is 80 percent Israeli, with 
secular and orthodox Jews 

playing with and against Israeli Arab, Christian, Thai and 
Palestinian players. Often new to the sport, players must 
learn the tactics, and execute the strategies to win the 
weekly game on the quest for Israel Bowl glory.

Alexandre Arcady's thriller 
24 Days is based on the 
real-life kidnapping of Ilan 
Halimi, a French Jew, from 
the harrowing perspective 
of his mother, Ruth Halimi. 
Ilan was a Jewish salesman 
living in Paris when he was 
kidnapped by African 
immigrants who were 
known as the "Gang of 
Barbarians." They held him 
captive for more than three 

weeks, during which time they attempted to ransom 
him back to family. This event shocked the nation and 
forced a national conversation about anti-Semitism.

Above and Beyond is the 
first feature-length 
documentary about the 
Jewish-American pilots 
who fought for Israel in the 
1948 Arab-Israeli War. In 
secret and at great 
personal risk, they 
smuggled planes out of the 
U.S., trained behind the 
Iron Curtain in Czechoslo-
vakia and flew for Israel in 
its War of Independence. 

As members of Machal – “volunteers from abroad” – 
this ragtag band of brothers not only turned the tide of 
the war, they also embarked on personal journeys of 
discovery and renewed Jewish pride. 

Run Boy Run tells the 
extraordinary true story of 
a Polish boy who seeks the 
kindness of others in his 
solitary struggle to outlast 
the Nazi occupation and 
keep alive his Jewish faith. 
Escaping the Warsaw 
ghetto at the behest of his 
father, nine-year old Srulik 
flees to the woods. There, 
he learns to hide from SS 
patrols and scour for food, 

until loneliness and the harsh winter drive him back to 
civilization. Passing himself off as Jurek, a Christian war 
orphan, the intrepid boy traverses the countryside, 
working as a farmhand under an ever-present threat of 
persecution. Just when it seems his childhood memo-
ries and identity could be lost forever, Jurek’s harrow-
ing journey culminates in a powerhouse conclusion 
and postscript.
