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Emergency Alert Systems

The State of Florida, and hillsborough County have implemented state-of-the-art emergency notification systems to alert
residents about emergencies and other important community news. The emergency notification system/s enables officials to
provide essential information quickly when there is a threat to residents’ health and safety.

The Tampa Jewish Federation, recommends that you and your family sign up for as many applicable alerts as possible to obtain
“real-time” information should an emergency occur, such as a natural disaster, weather event, or large-scale criminal incident that
might affect you.

There are several ways to receive emergency notifications, including but not limited to email, text, and phone alerts. The alert
systems below have been broken up into platforms and types of alerts.

Please use this opportunity to sign up for an Emergency Alert System before an incident occurs, so you have the most up to date
information at your fingertips.
